Meeting Minutes --- APPROVED
Call to Order  
Pledge of Allegiance
Citizen’s Forum
John Kauer asked about Ordinances and whether they needed to have a Public Hearing or not.  Brummer stated that they would have to have a Public Hearing.  Barry stated that it would probably not happen until the middle or end of the summer. 

Kork Little asked if there was any more follow up on the Neighborhood Watch program.  Pini stated that there was no more talk about this, but that the Police Association was not willing to run the money through their account.  Little currently has money, but is not sure what she should do with it.  Pini stated that she would talk to the Chief about this.  Sielicki had stated that he would be willing to help set up a separate 501c for this Neighborhood watch program.  
Joan Goodall was present.  She stated that in the paper there was a Police log that had 18 calls and 11 of them were to Franklin Pierce.  She wanted to know if the Town gets any money back for their calls.  Barry stated that we do get reimbursed for certain calls.  Pini stated that they are the largest taxpayer and are allowed to use the services.  We do get some reimbursement for fire alarms.  Pini also stated that the paper does not always print every Police call.  

Call asked about the restitution money that the Police and Fire get what account it goes into.  Pini stated that it goes into the general fund.  Call also stated that he was appreciative that the words on Payson Hill were covered up.  
Approval of Minutes   
4-27-11 public &  non-public – Motion made by Brummer to approve the minutes, 2nd by Barry.  All members were in favor.
General Business
Town Events

Pat Martin, RVA, re: Memorial Day – Martin has put out a letter for help from the town.  This will take place on Monday, May 30th.  The Rindge Fire Department will have a breakfast that morning and Hannfords has agreed to donate the food and supplies for the picnic lunch.  Parade will step off at 1:30 pm from the Town Office and march up to Hillside Cemetery and then back to the Memorial Park.   
Roberta Letourneau, Historical Society, re: Memorial Day – The Historical Society would like stake certain areas from the School up to the Town Common, with photos into cones.  They could pick up a map at the Historical Society and do the walking tour by themselves.  Brummer made a motion to allow the Historical Society to post the signs around the town, 2nd by Barry.  All members were in favor.  
Annette Williams, Chamber, re: 4th of July & Ribbon cutting ceremonies – The Chamber has offered to take the lead on the 4th of July.  They just need the towns backing on this and get other involved to help out with the whole day.  They would like to do it in the later afternoon, closer to dinner.  Martin stated that the proceeds from the Memorial Day picnic was earmarked for the fourth of July and the same as this year, so they will have some seed money.  
The Chamber has a new office at 1092 NH RT 119, in the Sepco building.  They would like to offer a ribbon cutting for new businesses in town.  The cost would be covered by the Chamber.

They are looking to do a calendar raffle twice a year, November and July.  They are also looking to do a product raffle, like a lobster bake or other donated items.  

Williams also stated that they would like to try and bring back the Pumpkin Weigh off in September/October, since the POOR organization is no longer doing their Pumpkin Weigh off.  Pini stated that since the Fire Chief and Police Chief are not present and we don’t have the money to pay for services in order to block off the common area.  
Brummer made a motion to declare the 2011 Memorial Day, 4th of July and raffles town events and allow them to be held, 2nd by Barry.  Labonté asked for clarification on dates for the raffle permits.  Barry stated that the calendar raffle should be allowed in July 2011 and November 2012 and the product raffle should be valid until December 2012. All members were in favor.  
Rindge Idol, they would like to have a town wide singing competition.  She wanted to know what her first steps would be.  Barry stated that she should go to Jim O’Neil and ask him where she needs to start.  She also asked about parking and the Selectmen suggested that she speak with the Police Chief about that.    
Tara Germond, Planner, SWRPC re: Energy Tech Assistance & Planning – Cleland introduced Tara Germond and gave a background of what she will do for the town.  Tara gave the Selectmen some more information and described how they could help the Town of Rindge and the Energy Commission.  Germond left papers to be signed by the BOS to allow them to gather our data and make suggestions for energy efficient changes.   Brummer made a motion to participate in the Energy Technical Assistance Program under SWRPC, 2nd by Barry.  All members were in favor.  
Mike Cloutier re: Plow Truck – Pini stated that a couple of meetings ago there was a conversation about the disposition of the Plow Truck.  Cloutier had made plans to trade in the old plow truck and a citizen had asked if they would put it out to bid or if they had considered it.  Pini stated that the town does have a procurement policy that states that the town will put out to auction or advertised sealed bid.  Cloutier stated that he was not planning on trading the whole truck as a plow truck, he was going to separate the parts that we can still use for other trucks that we have in our fleet.  If the Selectmen do put this out to bid, then he would want to ask the companies to come back and price it out with all the parts on the plow truck.  The lowest bid would have to be the amount that they got from the company that was taking it in trade.  
Route 202 and Forristall Rd

DOT’s Highway Safety Improvement Program – Pini stated that the Selectmen have a copy of the Roadway committee minutes, when the DOT came out and gave a presentation.  DOT has recognized Route 202 and Forristall Rd as a high risk area.  They are going to try and cut down the risk to it.  They cannot go forward until they get an okay from the Board saying that they can go forward and do their plans.  Brummer made a motion that they approve the recommendation of the Roadway Committee concerning Route 202 and Forristall Rd and further studies by DOT, 2nd by Barry.  All members were in favor.
Roadside Trash – At the same meeting there were a lot of citizens from that road to discuss the trash on the road.  The Police Explorer are going to take on Forristall Rd for a cleanup project.  The Christian Outreach church is going to pick up North St. and they also stated that anyone cleaning that road can throw the trash in their dumpster at the Church.  Cloutier stated that he would order signs and anyone that brings bags of trash from the side of the road, they will take it at the transfer station.  There was a talk about having a litter sign put up on the street and add if you see a litter bug call 899-5009.  
Cloutier wanted to recognize the volunteers that cleaned up Main St. with signs on the side of the roads.  He would like permission to order these signs.  
Ingalls Rd – Summer Road Status – Cleland went over the summary that he had typed up.  He also went over RSA’s and that the town should put up signs as to when the road is maintained.  If the town makes this a road to summer cottages, it does not mean that in the future if there is further development, there is a way to get it back to a Class V road.  Brummer feels that FPU and the two residents on the road should be a part of the petition.  We are waiting on clarification on this from the local government legal counsel on changing the status of this road. 
Payroll Manifest – Motion made by Brummer to accept the Payroll, 2nd by Barry.  All members were in favor. 
Accounts Payable Manifest – Motion made by Barry to accept the Accounts Payable manifest, 2nd by Brummer.  All members were in favor.

The ZBA secretary has resigned and Joe Hill and David DuVernay will help out in that status on a temporary basis.  

Farmer’s Market started last Thursday.

Pini sent out emails to the members who participated in the REDI initiative for serving on the Economic Development committee.  

Phil Simeone is looking to be appointed to the Conservation Commission as an alternate.  Brummer made a motion to appoint Phil Simeone, 2nd by Barry.  All members were in favor.  
Waiting to hear back from the Planning Board about taking on the CIP responsibility.

Some Department Heads have brought forward more suggestions about the Personnel policy manual and Pini was not sure if she should bring them to the Personnel committee or just to the Board of Selectmen.  

Trustees of Trust funds – Ted Covert is back in town and they will be meeting to research John Kauer’s questions and also meeting with investment firms.  
Safety Committee has a draft manual and have received suggestions from Phil St.Cyr from Primex.

Final inspection of Monadnock View Rd is planned for 5/31/11.  

Barry asked about the
