Meeting Minutes – APPROVED  6/22/11
Call to Order – Meeting called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Chairman Barry.  
Pledge of Allegiance
Citizen’s Forum – John Kauer asked about Binney Hill Rd.  Barry gave her background on the road and what she understood from the New Ipswich point of view.  
Kauer asked about the Trusts as well.  Pini stated that Covert was here last week and spent some time going through the boxes.  He has not found the answers to Kauer’s questions as of yet.  
Kauer asked if the valuation is done yet.  Pini stated that it is not.  Our values were given to DRA when we set the tax rate.  When DRA did their statistical analysis of the sales in Rindge, one of the numbers did not meet their standards.  They are in contact with the company that did the revalue to figure out why that one value is off.  

Pini asked the Chief about the status of the neighborhood watch.  The police association does not want to run it through their account.  The Board of Selectmen will have to create another account and have people to run it.  Little stated that we need to find out from the National neighborhood watch program if they have rules and regulations.  Pini will look into this.  
Approval of Minutes   
May 11, 2011 – Brummer made a motion to approve the minutes, 2nd by Seppala.  All members were in favor.  
General Business
Department Head Reports

Recreation Director re: Tennis Courts – Fraley came forward with pictures of the tennis and basketball courts.  There is approximately 1000’ of cracks.  Fraley found a new program that fills the cracks with an acrylic binder and then puts a synthetic fabric over the crack.  He received two proposals to fix the cracks, one was $24,000 just for the tennis courts and the other was $19,000 for the tennis courts and the basketball courts.  He has brought it before the Recreation committee and they plan to use the Impact Fees.  Fraley has prepared a bid package to put out.  He was looking to get the Selectmen’s blessings and using the Impact Fees to fix them.   Brummer made a motion to accept the bid and allow Fraley to put it out, 2nd by Seppala.  All members were in favor.  
DPW Director re: Paving Bid – Pini stated that Cloutier provided the Selectmen with a memo in reference to his paving bid.  PJ Keating was the low bidder for the fourteenth year in a row.  Seppala made a motion to accept the bid from PJ Keating, 2nd by Brummer.  All members were in favor.  
Fast Roads Community Development Block Grant – CDFA has conditionally approved the Fast Roads CDBG on their behalf.  Pini gave a summary of the project.  Brummer made a motion to accept the CDBG funds up to $100,000 to be used by the Monadnock Economic Development Corporation for the NH FastRoads project; to enter into a contract with the Community Development Finance Authority for these funds; and, further, that the Chairman of the Board of Selectmen and/or the Town Administrator is authorized to execute any and all documents which may be necessary to effectuate this contract or any amendments thereto.   2nd by Seppala.  All members were in favor.  
Primex Health Insurance Renewal – Our increase for our Health insurance is 15.88%.  Pini has been looking into other companies, but our broker stated that our best option is to stay with Primex for this year.  Primex will be doing away with Health Insurance next year, though.  Pini has also been talking to Primex about other options that they have.  She went over the options for the Selectmen and there was much discussion on this.  Barry recommends going with the increased deductible and staying with the co-pay on the prescriptions.  The doctor co-pay would go from $15 to $20 per visit and $1000 to $2000 for the deductible, 2nd by Brummer.  All members were in favor.  
Draft MOU re: Woodbound Inn Taxes – Pini provided an email from one of the owners of Woodbound Inn.  They were disappointed with the board’s decision, but are happy that the board is willing to work out a payment arrangement.  They are willing to pay $5000 a month, starting June 1st.  The bank would like to see the lien released off of the property.  Pini will draft up an MOU once the Selectmen decide what they would like.  It could read that the lien would be released once that years taxes have been paid off.  Pini will draft it up and put it in for signatures.  
Payroll Manifest – Motion made by Brummer to approve the Payroll Manifest, 2nd by Seppala.  All members were in favor. 
Accounts Payable Manifest – Motion made by Seppala to approve the Accounts Payable Manifest, 2nd by Brummer.  All members were in favor.  
Town Administrator’s Report

Ongoing Business- Plan NH- Pini feels that we had a successful interview with them on Saturday.  The panel did a really good job.  
Auditors were here last Monday and Tuesday.  They did not provide us with a list of documentation before their visit.  They will provide that for us and return on June 20th.  

Hazard Mitigation-  Pini went to a seminar in Keene and SWRPC is ready to help us, we just need to get our committee together.  

Pini stated that we have been advertising for the Administrative Assistant position.  The closing date is this coming Friday.  Janet Goodrich will be helping Pini screen the applicants.  

Barry stated that we don’t dwell enough if at all of the successes of this town and the Senior Housing is a huge success. 
Informational Items / Communication
Petition re: Acceptance of Atlantic Drive as Town Road – Selectmen have a letter from Scott Hakala and Larry Olin, requesting that the board consider their petition for accepting Atlantic Dr. as a town road.  We need to schedule a public hearing and noticed to the owners on the road.  
LGC Letter re: Town Meeting Vote to make Ingalls Road a Summer Road – Selectmen have the email in their file tonight.  We will put this on the town meeting warrant for March. 
Board & Committees’ Meeting June 1, 6 p.m., RCC at Wellington Park – Will have a Local Government Center attorney there to speak about the Right to Know law.  Then we will focus on the REDI and the various roles that the committees and boards will play in that.  
M. Somero abatement application – Brummer made a motion to abate Somero’s assessed value by $65,000, 2nd by Seppala.  All members were in favor.
