2010 Budget Hearing – Tom Strickland was here to speak about the Technology budget.

Barry stated that one of the reasons for having the forums is to get the information from the citizens.  The number one thing that they heard was that people do not have the funds to support the budget.    Aho stated that she came just to listen tonight and she is glad that the Selectmen get it.  A lot of people in the town are construction workers and they do not always get a paycheck.  They want to pay their tax bill and they put the certain amount of money away every week to pay their bill.  Goodrich fill in.  The balance for them is to present a good budget to the citizens and they will hear them at Deliberative session and at Town voting.  We are living on 2007 dollars and we are wasting away as a town.  He would like to see us get out of the deliberative session to get this town in good shape.  Coney fill in 
Memo of Understanding with Argent Communications – Barry moved to sign the MOU as long as they provide the information in 3i, 2nd by Goodrich.
