Abatement Applications – Pini stated that DuVernay had sent out letters to all of the residents that had filed abatement applications.  They were told to contact DuVernay prior to the meeting.  No one has contacted him as of yet.  Bob VanDyke was present on an abatement type question for a Current Use issue.  Pini stated that DuVernay was more familiar with this issue and would like to wait for him to come.  
Energy Grant re: TRC Contract – Pat Martin stated that they had meeting with Vibhuti about the TRC contract and she suggested that Pini be the contact person and the signor on the grant.  They are more than willing to work with the committee to make sure that we meet all of the requirements.  The Board needs to adopt the resolution from TRC.  Brummer made a motion that they authorize Carlotta to sign all of the contracts related to the energy efficiency grants under TRC, 2nd by Barry.  All members were in favor.  Goodrich asked when we would expect payment.  Pini stated that in a month or so that we could probably hire someone to do the work and once we get bills then we can start getting the grant money in.  
Recreation Donation of $295 from POOR for Camp Scholarship – Pini stated that Fraley started a great new program for teenagers this summer.  He had a teenager that wanted to attend, but could not pay for the camp.  He reached out to POOR and asked if they could sponsor this teen and they agreed.  We now need to accept the money.  Barry made a motion to accept the donation from POOR for a camp scholarship in the amount of $295, 2nd by Brummer.  All members were in favor.  

Federal Expansion of Health Coverage – Pini stated that the town has in the past allowed us to expand our medical coverage for our employees fill in 
Pini would recommend that were we are required to do it next year, and it would help one of our employees dependants 

Brummer made a motion to include the federal expansion health care coverage starting July 1, 2nd by Barry.  All members were in favor.  

Abatement Applications – Bob VanDyke came forward.  He stated it involves a piece of property on Route 119.  The agreement was that they bought this from Bob & Laura Jones and they paid $36,000 and the Current Use Change tax.  The Current Use Change Tax was sent to them and they sat on it and then mailed it to him.  He brought it into the Selectmen when he received it and they stated that the time had passed.  He is asking for a little bit of mercy and it has come down to the drop dead date and he is trying to pay his taxes.  Pini stated that DuVernay stated that he did not file an abatement application in the proper time.  Fill in  VanDyke is asking to have the interest waived and only have to pay the original bill of $7000.  Goodrich asked if they wanted to act on this one today or to wait for DuVernay.  Pini stated that tomorrow is the drop dead date.  At the last meeting the Selectmen accepted all of the tax deeds and this one was on the tax deed paperwork from the Tax Collector.  Barry made a motion to abate the current charge down to $7000 abating the difference of $3,583.46, the interest, 2nd by Brummer.  All members were in favor.  
6:30 Public Hearing re: Scotts Ln. – Goodrich stated that the purpose of the public hearing is to get an idea as to where Scotts Ln is at this point in accepting this as a Town Road.  Pini stated that Charles Place was a subdivision that was accepted by the Planning Board.  Pini gave a background on this property. The road was never completed to the specifications and the Planning Boards approval.  Some time had gone by and the Roadway committee decided to follow up.  The Roadway committee has been talking to Mr. Hakala since 2008.  Quite a lot of work has been done since then.  Cloutier stated that fill in .  Pini stated that Hakala asked that this public hearing be done so that the Selectmen can talk about accepting this road as a town road.  Back in December of 2006, the Board at that time had made a policy of not accepting any more roads as town roads.  That policy does not negate us to hold a public hearing and talking about accepting the town road.  His attorney has drawn up a deed already for the acceptance of the road.  Our town counsel has looked at the deed, but she is hesitant to accept the deed that is drawn up.  Cloutier stated that he sympathizes with the people that bought houses on the road, but from a department head standpoint, he does not have the budget to take on a new road.  There was public comment from citizens on the road, Mr. Hakala and Cloutier.  Pini stated that it has been brought to their attention that in the Zoning Ordinance that before a town can accept a road that a Road Advisory Committee be formed and render an advisory opinion.  The committee shall consist of 3 Selectmen and 2 Planning Board members.  Goodrich feels that we should constitute the Advisory committee.  Then they have some questions about the actual deed, so we need to get some exchange on this from our attorneys.  There are also some minor issues that need to be agreed upon.  Goodrich feels that they continue this public hearing and address this issue.  Brummer made a motion to appoint all three Selectmen to the Road Advisory Committee, 2nd by Barry.  All members were in favor.  Barry made a motion to appoint Charlie Eicher as the qualified citizen on the committee, 2nd by Brummer.  All members were in favor.  They will ask the Planning Board appoint 2 members to this committee.  Pini asked if they were worried about a tie and if so then they could appoint one of the two chiefs to the board.  Barry made a motion to appoint Chief Donovan to the committee, 2nd by Brummer.  All members were in favor.  Pini suggested that they continue the meeting to the 28th.  
Payroll Manifest – Brummer made a motion to accept the Payroll Manifest, 2nd by Barry.  All members were in favor.  All members were favor. 
Accounts Payable Manifest – Barry made a motion to accept the Accounts Payable manifest, 2nd by Brummer.  All members were in favor.
