Draft Meeting Minutes
Call to Order 

Pledge of Allegiance

Citizen’s Forum – David Drouin stated that on Forristall Rd by Woods Crossing Rd there is a no through trucking sign that has been put up on the street sign.  He stated that it has not been closed and feels that the sign should be removed.  Pini stated that there has been a discussion in the Roadway committee meetings and it does seem like a private citizen has put up the sign.  The last that she remembers is that Donovan was going to have a meeting with the individual that they thought had put it up.  Drouin stated that it is not a Roadway committee issue and the only way that a road can be closed is through town meeting.  Donovan stated that it is the wrong sign and it should be a sign that says not a maintained road.  GPS is sending people up that road and they are getting stuck after the last driveway.  There are also two signs on the road that state children at play and they are posted on trees.  These were not put up by the highway and should also be removed.  

Pini stated that the town was awarded a grant to do sign improvements to the signage in the town.  Clough Harbour came out here and put together a plan for new signage.  The actual work of replacing the signs has not started yet and they may put that off until the Spring.  The Roadway committee may also come up with a road signage ordinance.  Back in 2005 when we did the E911 change, the town put up new signs.  Some of the private road signs have been stolen and 
John Kauer – If we decide that Class VI roads of not town maintain, there are a lot of other private roads that could use that same type of sign.  

There was a request for the town to possibly look into getting an Ambulance and he wanted to know where this was. Pini stated that we advertised for a committee to be formed, but no one came forward with it.  Goodrich stated that in the meantime some things have come up with the Jaffrey-Rindge ambulance service.  Brummer stated that both Jaffrey and Rindge have talked about wanting their own ambulance, whether or not it is cost effective for each one of them to have their own ambulance or to keep it in the hands of the private company.  Goodrich stated that facilities are one consideration as to where they will store the Ambulance.  
Little stated that POOR had their meat raffle on the 4th with the Woman’s club and there were a lot of new faces and made $1300.  This is a great community event and supports a lot of non-charitable organizations. 
Scott Douglas asked about street lights and if there were some that had been taken down.  Pini stated that there were some that were shut off.  Douglas asked about the one at Route 119 and Wellington Rd.  Pini stated that she believes that this one was hit by a car and she does not remember if there were going to replace it or not.  She will find out.  

Kauer – Was the County Commissioner going to come out and do one of the public forums.  Goodrich stated that it would be sometime after the January appointment.  
Approval of Minutes   
10-20-10 – Barry made a motion to accept the minutes of October 20th, 2nd by Brummer.  All members were in favor.  
General Business
Fire Station Cost Estimates – Donovan read a memo that he wrote for the Selectmen.  We received 4 responses to budgetary figures for the new design; Seppala Construction – 1,339,000; Wesfield Construction - $1,468,000; ATA Construction - $1,490,000; Hutter Construction - $1,665,000.  Donovan recommends that the warrant article be written no to exceed $1,600,000.  If the proposed Warrant Article is approved, he would like to discuss the possibility of a donation program in which people may donate funds.  Goodrich stated that Mr. Lampinen had a great idea and the board appreciates all that he has done for this project.  Sam Seppala stated that there is a lot of site work that needs to be done.  Seppala stated that Tim’s plan is a very efficient way of rebuilding the station.  Pini had contacted the bond bank and had the information for the Selectmen’s review.  The interest rate was at 4.99%, but the Bond Bank likes to be conservative.  There was discussion from the public about the building, ADA compliance, septic, well and electric.  About 8 months to build it in a two phase, building the apparatus bay first, then the administrative side.  Goodrich feels that the board needs to make a decision.  Pini stated since this would require a bond hearing, she has identified January 12th as the best date.  Brummer feels that we need to keep it in front of the public and there is a need for it.  There is a Public Safety need for this building.  It is a responsible warrant article to put in front of the public now.  Barry stated that she agrees and it is only going to get more expensive.  It is a reasonable plan, fiscally responsible and logical.  It takes in the criticisms from past projects.  The only thing that will change in a year is the price going up.  Goodrich wants to applaud the effort, it has involved lost of people from our own community.  We have solid evidence here and we should have the public hearing on the 12th.  Brummer made a motion to put forward a warrant article for 2011 for the benefit of the community to entertain a new fire station, not to exceed $1,600,000, 2nd by Barry.  All members were in favor.  Seppala stated that he feels that this is the most responsible plan that he has seen compared to the past plans.  
LGC – STD, LTD & Life Renewal – Pini stated that we have policies, STD, LTD, Life and Dental through the Local Government center.  We have had these policies with them for many years.  We have been pleased with them so far.  The dental coverage is going up 4.5%, the STD and Life are not changing and the LTD is going down 8.7%.  Barry made a motion to continue on with the coverage with the percent changes as indicated, 2nd by Brummer.  All members were in favor.  
Unanticipated Revenues: $1050 for Senior Holiday Dinner – Pini stated that the Chamber secured $950 in donations towards this dinner.  They also received a donation of $100 from the RAMS for the entertainment.  Brummer made a motion to accept the two donations totaling $1050 and be able to use it this year, 2nd by Barry.  All members were in favor.  

Planning Board Encumbrance – Goodrich stated that we have a request from the Planning Board to encumber $7339.45 to continue the work of the economic development commission.  The contract will carry over into 2011.  Motion made by Barry to encumber $7,339.45 for the Planning Board in said account for 2011, 2nd by Brummer.  All members were in favor.
Indemnification of Officers – Pini stated that at one of the workshops that DuVernay went to at the Local Government center conference.  They stated at the workshop that indemnifies Health Officers and Welfare Officers.  There is a statue that states that we can indemnify various town officials and employees.  This is above and beyond the way that they would be covered with their normal activities.  Pini stated that we need some more clarification on this.  Barry wants to know what the employees are covered for now and what they would be covered if we adopted this.  
Payroll Manifest – Motion made by Barry to accept the payroll manifest, 2nd by Brummer.  All members were in favor.
Accounts Payable Manifest – Motion made by Brummer to accept the Accounts payable manifest, 2nd by Barry.  All members were in favor.  
Town Administrator’s Report

Ongoing Business – Pini got together with the Chairman of the Telecommunications committee and Jane Pitt to get more information from Argent Communications.  It was kind of a harsh letter and was copied to Eustis cable.  It gives them

The Board of Selectmen have a meeting with the Department Heads this Saturday at 8am and hoping to get out at Noon.  

Meetinghouse Oversight committee has meet with a woman from the Historic Preservation society.  She told them about some grants and they are looking into applying for one that has a due date in February.
