The Meeting House Oversight Committee requested permission to send out bids for Painting the Sanctuary of the Meeting House.  The painting would be paid for through the Ward Fund and not taxpayers.

Timing is of the essence, the Board of Selectmen agreed to go forward with the bidding process.

Survey issues regarding the Pipeline
Chief Muilenberg stated that there have been a couple of instances regarding surveying of property, which brought attention to trespassing by who is believed to be Kinder Morgan.

The question is that there is a lot of confusion regarding the Warrant Article from last year.  In order for the Police to have enforcement powers in reference to that Warrant Article we would need some type of Town Ordinance.  Is the warrant article still in effect from last year?  

Jane stated that Petition Warrant Articles had expired.  Roberta said they were only good until 12/31/ - end of calendar year.

There was an incident down on Delton Drive, it is the first time we have clearly have a trespass situation.  A resident approached the persons and took down the license plate.  The Prosecutor has been notified, there is a witness, plate # and they are willing to proceed with Violation Level Trespass. 

Jane suggested this needs to be clear that we are not targeting a specific group, she stated the following for wording on the issue of surveying.

No one shall have access to Town Property for the purpose of surveying, without the approval from the Board of Selectmen, which can be withheld.

Bob and Roberta felt it would be important to have Dan involved with the discussion.
