1.  David Drouin asked if BOS would be at the Harvest Fair. Roberta stated that it has been posted on the Chamber of Commerce site and Facebook page.

BUSINESS
1. Approval of: 
	a)	Accounts Payable, 9/29/16 & 10/06/16 
A motion to approve the payroll for 9/29/16 & 10/6/16 was made by Roberta, seconded by Jim, and approved 3-0.

A motion to approve the payroll for 9/29/16 & 10/6/16 was made by Roberta, seconded by Jim, and approved 3-0.

	c)	Minutes, 4/26/16 (amended), 6/27/16 (revised) & 9/21/16 AM & 9/21/16 PM 
Dave Drouin asked the Board to please explain amended 4/26/16 minutes. Roberta explained    4/26/16 had omitted minutes, amending only reflects that we returned to the public session to seal the minutes.  A motion to approve the minutes of 4/26/16 (amended) was made by Roberta, seconded by Jim, approved 3-0. A motion to approve the revised minutes of 6/27/16 was made by Roberta and seconded by Jim, approved 3-0. A motion to approve the 9/21/16 (AM) & 9/21/16 (PM) was made by Roberta, seconded by Jim, approved 3-0.

2. General Business
a) Proposed Sick Leave Donation Policy
Joe Byk and Ellen have been working on this policy.  Jim Qualey would like to change/amend a sentence in the donor portion. Joe will work on and will be revisited at a later date. Bob Hamilton tabled for 2 weeks.

b.) David Drouin – Rand Rd/Lord Hill Properties 
Timber harvesting was discussed on these parcels. Roberta made a motion to have ConCom arrange to have a selective cut done and managed by Town Forester, Charlie Koch on Map 3 Lot 92-5, 92-6, and 92-10 and on Map 2 lot 15.  Jim Qualey seconded, and approved 3-0.

	b)	2017 Budget Time Line 
Ellen followed same schedule as last year. Meeting with Department heads; Fire, PD, Highway, to discuss which joint session they would like to anchor, same as last year’s. 4 joint sessions, 1 night for CIP, allowed more time for Budget Advisory Committee to make their proposals on budget. Board can check schedules for conflicts to be adopted by next meeting. Roberta made a motion to adopt as proposed, Bob seconded, and approved 3-0.  

	c)	Boston Post Cane – Identify recipient?
Joe Byk hasn’t spoken with the proposed recipient yet. Jim, Bob and Roberta suggested he speak with the family or recipient first. Joe was asked the age of the recipient, Joe stated the recipient’s age is 98.

	d)	Sansoucy Proposal Update
Still working on getting a proposal for assessing utilities and cell towers in town with consideration to   the change in the law. Joe Byk is still working on this. Holding off for now.

	e)	Gardiner Septic Update
Joe Byk is still trying to hunt down the document that started this. Roberta has evidence that the  daughter knew septic was there – that it is on Town property. Roberta has email into Dave Millett, selling agent. This dates back to 1969. Joe Byk is continuing to work on this.

Al Lefebve mentioned that he is concerned to hear that old meeting minutes are missing and he asked about electronic file keeping going forward. Holly Koski asked what Nancy Martin was using encumbered funds for. Ellen stated vital records.
