Approved Minutes
Call to Order / Pledge of Allegiance

Citizen’s Forum
Ronnie Hamilton asked whether  Mike French was still working. Jane explained that Mike came in on Monday to “pass the baton” to the new Chief and then came back on Wednesday to do some debriefing but has not been in since. Ellen explained that Mike stayed with in his 24 hour per week limit the entire time he was here. 
Sargent Dan Anair participated in the 11th annual Tour de Force Bicycle Ride. The Tour de Force is a 9/11 Memorial Ride, which raises money for families who had a police officer that was killed in the line of duty.

The Police Department report from MRI has been received and the Board will review this in a Nonpublic Session tonight. 
General Business
Bob made a motion to approve Accounts Payable and Payroll for 9/25/2014. Roberta seconded the motion and the Board voted two in favor one abstained. 
Bob made a motion to approve Accounts Payable and Payroll for 10/2/2014. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
Bob made a motion to approve the minutes of 9/17/2014. Roberta seconded the motion and the Board voted two in favor one abstained.
Tour
There were two tours of historic Rindge on Saturday 9/27/14 for Franklin Pierce students and their families. Charlie Eicher explained that the tours ran for approximately an hour each, making two stops, one at the Cathedral of the Pines and the other in Rindge Center. Jed Brummer was the Tour Guide.

The first tour was full with 39 people. The second tour was also full with 41 people. Charlie recommended to add more history of Franklin Pierce and to have a better sound system for future tours. 
Chief Tirrell Re: Fire Mutual Aid

Chief Tirrell from Southwest Fire Mutual Aid came before the Board to express how important having Fire Mutual Aid is. Chief Tirrell gave a brief history of Fire Mutual Aid. Every town that is part of Southwest Fire Mutual Aid pays $552 a year for the mortgage on the Mutual Aid Center. Don Cook inquired about the ratio used to bill the Town. Chief Tirrell explained that 50% of the bill is based on Population, 40% on equalized assessed evaluation and 10% is a fixed cost which is broken down into the total budget divided by the 68 entities that contract with Fire Mutual Aid. The lowest any town pays is $2455. The Town of Rindge currently pays $56,831 a year. 
Fire Mutual Aide was created pursuant RSA 154:40. Any town that is not part of the Mutual Aid is billed per call. Tom Coneys had questions that he would like to ask the Board of Directors and inquired when would be the best time to meet with them. Chief Tirrell explained that Tom is welcome to attend any Board meeting. 
Budget Schedule

Ellen presented the proposed budget schedule. Last year there were four sessions scheduled with the Department Heads and all four were used. 

Dan made a motion to adopt the proposed budget schedule. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
250th Anniversary
Roberta Letourneau and Karla Macleod explained that the History Committee is looking for help with the 250th Celebration. Roberta requested that there be a warrant article in order to fund this celebration. 
Jane announced that there will be a meeting at 6:30pm at the Rindge Meetinghouse for all Community Organizations on 10/16. This would be a good time to ask Community Organizations to help with the 250th Celebration. 
Bid Openings

At 5pm today, bids were opened for Information Technology Support and for the Fire Department “minisplits”.  Six bids were received for IT Support and four bids were received for the "minisplits". 
Jay Moody LLC was the lowest bidder for the “minisplits”. Chief Donovan has offered to do the electrical work. The  “minisplits” will pay for themselves in approximately 7 years. 

Jay Moody LLC came in at $17,145 

Keating came in at $25268 
Pinney came in at $19,511 
ARC came in at $20,870
Dan made a motion to accept the Moody  bid of $17,145. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
The IT Support Bids need further review before a recommendation will be brought forward. 

Jane announced that the CIP Committee will be meeting next Wednesday 10/8/2014 at 5pm.
Mike Cloutier, DPW Director, distributed the proposed layout for the Converseville Road Extension. A public hearing must be held to accept this new Road and its layout. .
Mike Cloutier, DPW Director, explained that Cemeteries are legally supposed to have identifying signs. Currently both our cemeteries do not have signs. Mike presented pictures of  the proposed signs which will be paid for by the RAMS. DPW will install the signs.
Bob made a motion to install signs at Hillside Cemetery and at Churchside Cemetery. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
Informational Items / Communication

Ellen announced that the Community Development Block Grant for FastRoads has been closed.
On October 2nd there will be a Swearing In Ceremony for  Police Chief Todd Muilenberg at 10am at the Rindge Meetinghouse. Also at 7pm on October 2nd there will be a Meet and Greet for Chief Muilenberg and New Recreation Director, Timothy Goodwin.
The Rindge Women’s Club will be hosting their annual Harvest Fair on October 11, 2014. There will be barricades in the Rindge Center only on Main Street on front of the Meeting House. Smith Drive will remain open. 
Bob made a motion to allow the Women’s Club to have the Harvest Fair on the Common and in the Church, and to allow Chief Donovan set up the flashing sign with information about the Harvest Fair. Roberta seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
Last meeting the appointment to the Jaffrey Rindge School District Budget Advisory Committee was tabled. Rick Sirvint would like to continue on the Jaffrey Rindge School District Budget Advisory Committee. 
Bob made a motion to approve Rick Sirvint’s appointment to the Jaffrey Rindge School Budget Advisory Committee. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.  


Brian Maloy asked to be nominated to the Local River Management Advisory Committee.
Dan made a motion to nominated Brian Maloy to the Local River Management Advisory Committee. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.

Kale Stenersen asked about building permits fees and penalties.  Rick clarified that there are 3 permits involved in building a house: plumbing, electrical and building. The Board discussed doubling the permit fee as a penalty for the life  safety violations . 

Bob made a motion to double the permit fees as penalty in lieu of the $275 a day fee for life safety violations. Dan seconded and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
