Doug Carty from Franklin Pierce University would like to have the Skateboarding event moved from today to next Thursday 10/30/2014 due to weather conditions.
Bob made a motion to allow Doug Carty of Franklin Pierce University to have their skateboarding from 4pm-5:30pm on October 30th. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
Roberta brought forward a suggestion to put a letter in the tax bills explaining that the School Budget and the County Budget have increased, whereas the Town Budget has decreased. Kelen Geiger requested that the letter be posted on the webpage as some people might not receive their bills directly if they have a mortgage. Bob suggested having the insert include a pie chart or a bar graph to help give people a better understanding.
Bob made a motion to include a letter with the tax bills explaining how the bills are calculated and why taxes have increased. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 

There were 6 Information Technology (IT) bids received. Three of the companies were interviewed. Spaulding Hill Networks quoted us at $13,440 a year. The lease for new hardware would be an estimated $10,000 per year. Sequoya has agreed to work with our new IT Company in order to make this transition smoothly.  Spaulding Hill has a good grasp on Municipal, Fire and Police Systems. Ellen and Jane have talked to HP and Dell about leasing hardware. Spaulding Hill believes that they can get us hardware cheaper than the quotes Ellen and Jane received.  Tom Strickland expects at least 30 days of overlap before the new company can take over completely.  Jane will arrange for Sequoya to meet with our new IT company sometime next week to discuss a transition plan. 
Bob questioned why Sequoya has a written contract with HP for our equipment but could not produce a written contract between the Town of Rindge and Sequoya.
Bob made a motion to award the bid to Spaulding Hill Networks. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.  

Tom Strickland thanked the Town of Rindge for allowing Sequoya to serve the Town for close to 10 years.
