CALL TO ORDER / PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

CITIZEN’S FORUM
 
Dan received a complaint from the Women's Club regarding the Harvest Fair.  Bruce White parks at the edge of the Meeting House to use electricity, however he was allegedly informed that he was not able to park near there due to a Fire Truck that would be occupying the space.  

The Fire Truck was never at the event and ultimately no one was parked in the spot that Mr. White has used for about the last 30 years.  

Jane will speak with Rick regarding the situation that occurred and get back to the Board.
Deb Qualey from the Rindge Women’s Club felt the Fire Department was very cooperative as well as all the other departments in planning out the day’s events.

Bob recommended when groups meet with Todd Muilenberg, Rick Donovan or Mike Cloutier to plan an event, there should be a point of contact for the committee members.   The point of contact should also attend the event.

The Payson Village Deed was recorded on Monday, October 26, 2015, and legally transferred. 

GENERAL BUSINESS

Dan made a motion to approve the accounts payable and payroll manifests for 10/22/15 & 10/29/15, seconded by Roberta and approved 3-0.

Roberta made a motion to approve the minutes of October 14, 2015, seconded by Dan, and approved 3-0.


Jaffrey-Rindge School Budget Advisory Committee Appointments
Bob said there are 3 people that have expressed interest in becoming part of the Jaffrey-Rindge Cooperative School District Budget Advisory Committee.  Jim Qualey, Roberta Oeser and Rick Sirvint.   There are 2 positions to be filled for the Town of Rindge.

Bob motioned to appoint Roberta Oeser to the Jaffrey-Rindge Cooperative School District Budget Advisory Committee, Dan seconded, approved 3-0.
Bob motioned to appoint Jim Qualey to the Jaffrey-Rindge Cooperative School District Budget Advisory Committee, Roberta seconded approved 3-0.

Jim spoke regarding his interest in representing Rindge on the Budget Advisory Committee.  He explained that he has been to all the budget meetings that have taken place within the last 2 years.  He feels the need to express some explicit recognition to the taxpayers.  Will do the best job as he can and will put a lot of effort into this Appointment.

Pipeline Update 
Roberta suggested it would be important to put some pressure on Senator Ayotte because Roberta feels that the Senator would get a lot of support if she came in against the Pipeline. Spectra submitted a comment to the PUC, the New York Congressional delegation sent a letter to FERC.  We should encourage our representatives to write letters.  

Roberta recommended that we send a letter similar to the letter sent out by the Town of Brookline which requested a response from our representatives regarding the pipeline.  We need to ask if they oppose the Pipeline and if they do not, to explain why they cannot oppose it. This letter should be sent to Maggie Hassan as well.
Roberta motioned to approve sending a letter out with some changes to our delegation and the Governor, signed by the Chairman of the Board of Selectmen, Bob seconded the motion, approved 3-0.

Maryann Harper said Liberty Utility is meeting in Winchester on the November 4th.  Jane said that Liberty Utility was invited to the BOS meeting tonight, however they were unable to attend due to a conflict.  Jane told the Liberty representative this is budget season and we are not sure how much time we could give them at a BOS meeting.  

Jane said that she, Bob, Mike and Todd had a meeting with a representative of Tennessee Gas regarding road crossings. The representative was told that we did not have sufficient information about the path of the pipeline or the method of construction to make any judgments or commitments at this time.

Atlantic Drive logged a formal complaint to the police for trespassing and is working on the FERC complaint he has documented and it is not a joke.  Kinder Morgan surveyors clearly understood they were trespassing.  You understand that the properties have denied access and they knew they were trespassing.  Letters have been sent to Kinder-Morgan and FERC and they are working on the surveyors.
FERC has a function that worries about land owner’s property.   Jane will call the person that is head.

Jane said it is on for this Saturday, October 31, 2015, registration begins at 9:00 am and the auction will begin at 10:00 am.  The St. Jean Auctioneers feel it should take approximately 2 hours.
