CALL TO ORDER / PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

CITIZEN’S FORUM
 
Larry Cleveland stated he heard at the Crime Watch meeting that a there was a committee formed to look at plans for a new Public Safety Building.  He then asked the Board of Selectmen if they could tell him anything regarding the Municipal Services Committee.  

Roberta stated that there is no committee formed, that this was more than likely the Department Head meetings.  Bob also stated that there is no committee in place.

Ellen stated that the department heads, took out the old plans and dusted them off to take a fresh look at the old plans.  These plans are available for anyone to come and look at.  Larry was concerned that taxpayer’s monies were being wasted by the department heads looking at this, considering the fact that a new Public Safety Building has been voted down several times in the past.

There was much discussion regarding this topic and was stated several times by the Board of Selectmen that there is no such committee in existence regarding a Public Safety Building.

Larry Cleveland stated that he is willing to plan the Memorial Day Parade for this year 2016.

Dave Drouin asked for any information regarding Argent Cable franchise agreement.  A proposal has been made however, this is still in the works.


Ronnie Hamilton stated that she looked into the situation with the warrant articles passed last year and the findings were such that if there are no appropriations attached to the article they do not lapse.



GENERAL BUSINESS

Roberta made a motion to approve the accounts payable and payroll manifest for 2/11/16, seconded by Bob and approved 2-0-1.
Roberta made a motion to approve the minutes of 1/20/16 and 1/27/16, Bob seconded and approved 3-0.
Process for appointing Recreation Committee Members
Timothy Goodwin and the Board of Selectmen went over the proper procedures of hiring help for the Recreation Department.  It was also stated that committee members are appointed by the Moderator and the Board of Selectmen.

New Road Name 
This matter is in regards to naming and numbering of a driveway with three dwellings.
Bob stated that he felt the matter of naming a road would be best handled by the Roadway Committee and the Fire Department.  Roberta stated that there was no time to wait for this matter to come before the Roadway Committee, that there was a closing being held up due to the lack of a name for the road.  

Ellen stated that the questions was do you have all three parties that are involved in agreement on a name.  

Discussion followed regarding the ability to give this road/driveway a new name.  It is an issue with 911 to have this named for emergency purposes.  It was stated that it does not affect any of the residents with their mailing address.

Bob recommended that this be sent to the Roadway Committee.  Roberta felt we should have the people come in and have a public hearing, because the Roadway Committee is going to make a recommendation and we will be in the same position. 

Roberta made a motion to name it Liberty Lane under the circumstances, if there is no requirement by statute to have a public hearing to give a new name to the driveway, Dan seconded, Bob opposed.  Approved 2-1.
