Call to Order / Pledge of Allegiance

Citizen’s Forum
Evie Goodspeed asked the Board if there was any way that a flyer for Paul “Bubsy” Jones could be put on the Town Webpage and Facebook Page in order to collect money for his medical expenses. Paul was in a serious logging accident which has left one of his legs in rough condition.
Bob made a motion to post the informational posting for Paul “Bubsy” Jones on the Town of Rindge Facebook page and Town of Rindge Webpage. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
General Business
Dan made a motion to approve the Accounts Payable and Payroll for 2/12/15 and 2/19/15. Bob seconded and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
Bob made a motion to approve the minutes from 12/4/14. Dan seconded and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
Bob made a motion to approve the minutes from 1/7/15. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted two in favor and one abstention. 
Police Department Evidence
Chief Muilenberg has been going through the process of organizing the evidence storage. A bicycle that was held in connection with a Walmart shoplifting case has been held long enough now that it can be properly disposed of. Walmart does not having any record of ever having this bike in stock. The Town now has the responsibility of disposing of this evidence. Chief Muilenberg has suggested giving this bike to the Recreation Department and to allow them to hold a raffle in order to raise money.
Roberta made a motion to transfer the bike to the Recreation Department from the Police Department and to allow the Recreation Department to raffle the bike in order to raise money. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Perambulation
Ben Germano went before his Eagle Scout Council and was approved to do the project of Perambulation. 

Ben will need to be sworn in as the Rindge Perambulator. Roberta explained that at some point we would like to do a photo opportunity near one of the markers.  
Ben will be providing GPS coordinates for all of the markers along with photos of the markers and maps pointing out the locations. 
Roberta made a motion to appoint Ben Germano as the official Town Of Rindge Perambulator for 2015. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.

Town Events

All private events held on Town Property should be going through the Special Events permitting process which is the responsibility of the organization/group that is running the event.
The decision on a Fire or Police Detail is dependent on the respective Chiefs. Life Safety is the biggest concern when having a large event.

Fourth of July Fireworks are scheduled for Friday July 3rd, 2015.
Pyrotechnico will be shooting the July 3rd, 2015 fireworks. There was a question if we could book Atlas for July 4th 2016 now so that we can ensure that our fireworks are on the 4th. 
Pipeline Update
Jane Pitt and Planning Consultant Kirk Stenersen have drafted a letter to be sent to Aecom in response to Aecom’s request for information. There was concern about describing historical land marks in this letter when Aecom has not requested this information. 
Roberta distributed some informational brochures on the pipeline.
Roberta explained that the coalition of Town Representatives affected by the Pipeline had met this morning to discuss actions that could be taken. 
There will be a community pipeline meeting hosted by Rindge Pipeline Awareness on 2/28/2015 at the VFW.
