Call to Order / Pledge of Allegiance

CITIZEN’S FORUM

Don Cook asked about the testing at Franklin Pierce University on Saturday for 9 police officer candidates.  Jane confirmed that the Police Department is in the process of testing and screening possible candidates for the fall academy in anticipation that a full time officer position may need to be filled.  Don also asked if the department would be filling the vacant 4th part time officer position.  The Board said that there has been no request from Chief Muilenberg to fill the part time position.  If the Chief believes that the part time position needs to be filled the Board would consider his recommendation.
Chairman Hamilton thanked Larry Cleveland and members of the Memorial Day Parade Committee for putting together a great event. He shared with those present that our community should be commended for leaving the common in excellent shape after the parade; there was virtually no trash left behind.  Audience members praised the work of the Highway Department as the common grounds were beautifully maintained.

General Business
Dan made a motion to approve the accounts payable and payroll manifests for May 21, 2015 and May 28, 2015 with a second by Roberta, approved 3-0.

Roberta made a motion to approve the minutes of May 13, 2015 with a second by Dan, approved 3-0.

Van Blarcom – Request for Extension:

Roberta made a motion to grant Mr. Van Blarcom’s request of an extension for filing his Report of Cut, Dan seconded, approved 3-0 
Larry Cleveland:
Mr. Cleveland asked the Board to discuss the maintenance and upkeep of two veteran memorials in Town.
The first is located on the grounds of Rindge Memorial School.  It was discovered during spring cleanup that the grounds crews at the school were pushing sand and other snow treatment materials up against the memorial.  The veterans in town removed buckets and buckets of the materials.  Bob stated that the upkeep of this particular memorial was a school issue.  In speaking with Superintendent James O’Neill, it was agreed that a written policy with the school would be put in place so that in the future, materials would not be pushed onto the memorial site.  Bruce Hall believes that the veterans should take care of the site in order to have a proper level of maintenance.  Bob asked for a point of contact with the Veterans Association to work with the janitors and maintenance crews at the school, Bruce Hall agreed to be that contact.
The second is Veteran’s Memorial Park at the Town Common.  The big issues are the stacking of snow on the park and the materials left behind on the walkway come spring.  Jane spoke to the DPW Director Mike Cloutier and passed on the concerns.  Mike explained to her that it is a difficult area to manage with the number of roads intersecting.  Mike is fully committed to trying not to snow dump in that area and to look into the possibility of an offsite snow dump location.  Craig Clark offered to be the point of contact for the veterans.     
Conservation Commission Appointments:
Roberta made a motion to reappoint Frederick Rogers and Richard Mellor as Conservation Commission Members for a three year term expiring March 31, 2018, Dan seconded, approved 3-0.

Pipeline Update:

Roberta distributed information from the last coalition meeting.  She is waiting for a scope of work from the attorney the coalition is considering engaging. The coalition believes that the Towns need to contribute money to the attorney costs in order to come across as a united front.  Dan raised the question as to whether the attorney was being hired to stop the pipeline.  Jane understands that the attorney would be assisting the towns through 3 upcoming regulatory processes. She recommends contributing some money to the cost so we can have a seat at the table during nonpublic attorney client discussions. Public comment revealed that affected landowners in town would be willing to either donate towards or match the town portion of the costs.  Roberta made a motion to expend $ 1,000 to join the municipal coalition for 2015 subject to a satisfactory scope of work, Bob seconded.  Bob asked if anyone in the room opposed putting the $ 1,000 into legal fees, there was no objection.  Motion approved 2-1.
Camp Starfish Request for Trailer Permits:

The camp’s Executive Director provided a letter to the BOS to review the issue of unpermitted construction trailers used for seasonal office space.  Dan made a motion to approve two temporary permits until there is clarification of the structures’ zoning classification and if they need ZBA approval, Roberta seconded, approved 3-0.
Paving Bid:
The 2015 road construction bid opening took place in the Town Offices on May 20, 2015.  Seven paving companies expressed interest in the project.  DPW Director Mike Cloutier is recommending that the BOS accept P.J. Keating’s bid of $ 65.10 per ton; they were the lowest bidder and have been the successful bidder for the past 18 years.  Roberta made a motion to award P.J. Keating the 2015 paving contract, Dan seconded, approved 3-0.
Proposed Building/Fire Department Fee Schedule:
Chief Donovan discussed with the BOS the proposed fee schedule changes.  The Board asked the Chief to revise and/or exclude several items.  Rick agreed to revise the schedule based on the Board’s feedback.  Roberta made a motion to approve the new permit fee schedule.  Permit submissions received on or before 5/27/15 fall under the old rates with 5/28/15 and later, subject to the new rates, Dan seconded, approved 3-0.
