General Business
Roberta motioned to approve the accounts payable and payroll manifests for 9/10/15 and 9/17/15, seconded by Bob and approved 2-0.
Roberta motioned to approve the minutes of 9/2/15, Bob seconded, approved 2-0.
Rindge Women’s Club – October Harvest Festival
Debra Qualey, Co-President of the Rindge Women’s Club spoke with all of the Town Department Heads regarding the Harvest Fair that is taking place on October 10, 2015 in the Center of Rindge from 8am to 2pm.  
The RWC will need to provide a handicap access Port-A-Potty for the event, due to septic concerns with the Meeting House.
Roberta motioned to approve the use of the Rindge Town Common for the Rindge Women’s Club, Harvest Festival, using the electricity at the Gazebo and East Common in front of the Meeting House.  This will require the closing of Main Street from Smith Drive intersection to the north end of School Street intersection.  Parking will be allowed in specific locations for safety.  The RWC will provide a Port-A-Potty, seconded by Bob approved 2-0.

Fire Station Roof Bid

Mike Cloutier advertised in the Leger-Transcript and Keene Sentinel for bids for the new roof needed at the Fire Department, two bids were submitted.  

Pento & Son of Rindge, who previously did the work at the Rindge Police Department, made a site visit and submitted a bid of $20,900.

Score Construction of Londonderry, NH spoke with Mike and submitted a bid of $21,800.
The town will supply materials for contingencies such as rot under the shingles and dispose of old construction materials to help keep the cost down.

Roberta made a motion to award Pento & Sons the bid of $20,900 for replacement of the Fire Department roof, Bob seconded, approved 2-0.

Pipeline Update

  Governor Hassen to take a stand and she did not say she would not.  She said she will look at it more carefully.
   Roberta mentioned that a strong letter was sent to Department of Energy, FERC and Kinder Morgan, from our delegation, demanding answers as to why this route was chosen for the pipeline. 
  A discussion followed regarding the upcoming Scoping Session for the Pipeline which is scheduled for September 29, 2015 at Franklin Pierce University.  One major area of concerns is the lack of parking for those attending.  Shuttles will be provided, but many felt this would not alleviate the lack of parking.
Rindge Pipeline Awareness group will be holding a fundraiser at Hidden Hills with the comedian Lenny Clark.  RPA requested permission to hold a raffle during the event which will be held on October 15, 2015.  The group also requested to have the information placed on the Town Facebook page and Town website.
Roberta motioned to approve the raffle for the Rindge Pipeline Awareness group to be held October 15, 2015, Bob seconded, approved 2-0.
Roberta motioned to approve the Rindge Women’s Club to hold a raffle at the October 10, 2015, Harvest Fair.
