Craig would like to counter propose that we charge them a licensing fee of $100.00 to operate in the Town.

There was much discussion that this matter should go through the Telecom/Technology Committee.  Craig felt that this would delay an agreement even further.

Craig will put together a letter for the Board of Selectmen to approve before the next meeting, however we will need to hold a Public Hearing per the RSA’s before this can be approved.
