The Chair opened the meeting at 5:50 PM
Roberta motioned to go into Non-Public per RSA 91-A-3 II(e) for litigation. Second by Bob. Roll Call Vote: Bob – Yes, Roberta – Yes.

The Chair re-opened the meeting at 6:10 PM

Selectman Jim Qualey joined the meeting during non-public at 5:55 PM
Call to Order / Pledge of Allegiance

Roberta motioned to seal the minutes of non-public as it could adversely affect the outcome. Second by Bob. Approved 3-0
Citizens Forum
Richard Mellor reported that ConCom would be having a meeting tomorrow (Sept 22) at the Meeting House to release a report on the well water testing that they had sponsored. This would be an aggregate report. He also wanted citizens to know that water testing was still available.
David Drouin announced that the RAMS were sponsoring a yard sale at Wellington Field with proceeds going to the Recreation Department Van Fund.
General Business
1. Approvals: Roberta motioned to approve the accounts payable and payroll for 9/15 and 9/22/2016. Second by Jim. Approved 3—0
2. Minutes: Jim motioned to approve the minutes of 7/19, 7/26, 7/27 and 9/7/2016. Second by Roberta. Approved 3-0. It was announced that we have almost caught up with all the missing minutes.
3. General Business:
a.  Sick Leave:  The proposed sick leave donation policy was tabled until it had been approved by Primex. 

b.  Mary Drew:  As Mary (Welfare Director) has received a grant and created a non-profit business she needs to change her status with the Town from employee to independent contractor. The service she provides the Town would not change. Her contract includes a pay increase as she has not had one since 2013.  Roberta motioned to approve contract with Mary Drew as our Welfare Director. Second by Jim. Approved 3-0
c.  Boston Post Cane:  Need to do a search for our most senior citizen and order the replica that is awarded to honor that person.

d.  Duffy BTLA appeal:  This was discussed at the morning meeting.

e.  2015 Financial Statement:  Ellen distributed the audit report to the Board. Roberta stated that the Town is in good shape with our financial records and thanked Ellen for her hard work.

f.  Ingalls Library:  The library has received notification that is has been declared ‘eligible’ to apply for the NH Historic Registry. The notification needs a signature. Roberta made a motion to have the Chair sign on behalf of the Town for NH Historic Building Status. Second by Jim. Approved 3-0

Order of business changed before Nicholas Handy (reporter for Ledger-Transcript) departed. 

It was announced that the office hours would be going back to ‘normal’ and the Town Administrator would have regular hours from 9:00 AM to 2:00 PM, Monday through Thursday with  other hours by appointment.

g. Gardiner septic license:  Roberta gave a history of the property commonly referred to as       the ‘Rice’ property. Some years ago the Rices were granted a license to place the leach field on the Town Common. The license is not transferable and the property can support a septic system. Joe has written a letter requesting that the new owners install one on their property so that the Town can have use of the area where the leach field is currently. 

h.  Teletech:  Tabled as the Chair of the committee is not available.

       a.  Fastroads:  Was discussed in non-public

b.  Pool Pond:  Joe reported that he had done some research and received pretty definitive   information that the Town does not have authority to restrict the public access to Pool Pond.  

c.  Bench:  Town did not receive response from the individual responsible for destroying the benches on the Common. We have a $1,000.00 deductible for putting a claim into our insurer. Mike (DPW) has found very similar benches and will order two. He is will move the benches from the West Rindge Common (Mary Weare Park) as they have the same look as the ones on the Common and put the new ones in West Rindge. Joe will also file paperwork with the DMV.
