Approved Minutes
Call to Order / Pledge of Allegiance

Citizen’s Forum
Larry Cleveland congratulated Bob Hamilton on being elected Selectmen.

Roberta Oeser talked about the flyers that were mailed to the citizens before the election by Save our Town. Roberta stated that there was no factual information to back up the statements.

Larry Cleveland explained that Southwest Regional Planning Commission is funded by the federal government, and that was what he was trying to explain in the flyers. 
General Business
Energy projects- See attached document
Pat Martin would like permission to look into the SB123 grant. 

Dan made a motion to allow Pat Martin and the energy commission to spend $2100 for the street lights and the chandelier in the Library. Roberta seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Meetinghouse Paint Bid

The lowest bid was $28,900 to paint the Meetinghouse by Stebbons. The Meetinghouse Oversight Committee recommends awarding the bid to Stebbons. The Ward fund will pay for some of the expense.
Dan made a motion to award the contract to Stebbons for the painting of the Meetinghouse. Roberta seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Complaint Letter

Kelen Geiger gave the Board of Selectmen a complaint letter about Kim McCumming’s appointment. Roberta explained that the rules and procedures can be changed or overruled at any time. Kim has not missed a meeting. Kelen asked how an elected member could step down and then less than 30 days become an appointed alternate. Roberta explained that there has been no inefficiency or neglected duty, so Kim cannot be removed as Kelen had requested. The BOS can recommend suggesting the PB look at their rules of procedure. 

Purchase of the School Bus

Craig Fraley brought his purchase of a new school bus to the Board for approval. This bus is to replace the old school bus and is not the mini bus that failed to pass at voting. Craig would like to propose the $7,700 come out of his revolving fund. Chief Donovan will be taking the old bus for training at the Fire Department. Mike Cloutier will be taking the tires to reuse at the Highway Department. The new bus would be a 66 person bus. Craig plans to take out a couple of rows of seating for storage. 
Dan made a motion to approve Craig’s purchase of a new bus. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Election of officers

Dan made a motion to elect Roberta Oeser chair .Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Dan made a motion to make Robert Hamilton vice chair. Roberta seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
Roberta announced that the office will be changing our email to Office 360. 
Roberta made a motion for the Selectmen to be on the following committees Planning Board member Roberta, Budget Advisory member Dan, Town Gown member Bob, Economic Development member Dan, Meetinghouse Oversight member Roberta, Recreation Department member Bob, and Technology Committee member Roberta. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.

Farmer’s/ Crafters Market has been in operations now for 5 years. Kim McCummings would like to use the West Rindge Common again. 

Dan made a motion to allow the Rindge Farmers and Crafters Market, as a town sponsored event, use the West Rindge Common. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
January and February expenditures were given to the Board for review. 
The MS2 was given to the Board to sign.
The Board of Selectmen is authorized to transfer money from certain line items into other line items/budgets. Ellen Smith, Finance Director, requested that the Board reduce the Planning Board Budget by $2000. The $2,000 was set aside for the Trail’s Grant that the Town did not receive. Ellen also asked to reduce the police department vehicle line $30,000, now that the revolving account allows for purchase of vehicles. The funds would be transferred into the wage pool to allow all employees to receive well deserved raises. Chief Frank Morrill is not opposed to buying the cruiser out of the detail revolving fund. Dan made a recommendation to hold off on taking the money out of the cruiser account for now. 

Jane announced that we have a Memorial Day Committee. 
Mainstay technologies came in and went over the webpage with Nicole Sesia, Deb Douglas and Craig Fraley. We are in the final stages before going live.  

Dan made a motion to approve the accounts payable and payroll for 3/12. Roberta seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Dan made a motion to approve the accounts payable and payroll 3/19. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Dan made a motion to approve the minutes from 3/5. Roberta seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
Roberta made a motion to appoint Nicole Sesia as Deputy Town Clerk, Nancy Martin as Deputy Tax Collector and Carol Donovan as Revenue Collector. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
Roberta made a motion to go into nonpublic RSA 91-A: 3, II (c) for reputation. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
Roberta made a motion to go out of nonpublic RSA 91-A: 3, II (c) for reputation and into nonpublic RSA 91-A:3, II (a) for personnel.
