Approved Minutes
Call to Order / Pledge of Allegiance

Police Manager Michael French announced the hiring of a new Fulltime Officer Mark Griffin.

Deputy Town Clerk Nicole Sesia swore in Mark Griffin as new fulltime officer. Mark leaves for the academy on Monday 5/19/2014 and will be gone for 14 weeks.
Citizen’s Forum
Roberta reminded everyone that Memorial Day is a week from Monday (May 26), the parade will be at 1:30pm and the Picnic will start at 12pm.

There will be a retirement party for Former Police Chief Frank Morrill and David Blake on June 14 at the Jaffrey VFW from 5pm-11pm. Tickets are five dollars.

Conant High School Drama Club is doing “Fiddler on the Roof” this Friday 5/16 and Saturday 5/17 at 7pm.

David Graham could not appear in person, so he wrote the Board a letter explaining his concerns about the rights of way to the water on Kimball Road. Roberta explained that a few years ago the Town took property due to unpaid taxes that gave us water access. The Town holds onto the property to be able to use as draft sites for the Fire Department. It was decided at the time that anyone who had access to the right of way would continue to be able to use it.  The major issue Mr. Graham addressed was that there is an individual who parks his boat trailer in the right of way. Jane told the Board that Dave DuVernay had contacted DES and since that is the agency that has jurisdiction over the pond and that DES has opened a complaint file on this matter. 
General Business
Dan made a motion to approve accounts payable and payroll for 5/8/14 and 5/15/14. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 

Bob made a motion to accept the minutes from 4/30/14. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.

Fireworks Display
Roberta Letourneau was present representing the Rindge Chamber of Commerce. Due to miscommunication about July 4th fireworks the only available day for fireworks would on July 2nd.  Roberta asked the Board if it was possible to make July 2nd a Town event for the Family Festival.
Dan made a motion to have the July 2nd Family Festival as a town event from 4pm to 10pm. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 

CHS Interact Club

The CHS Interact Club would like to use the Rindge Common on Saturday, May 24, 2014. The Interact Club is an organization that does community service. They would like to have a bounce house and a mechanical bull.  There would be personnel from the amusement company setting up these rides and monitoring them. This event would be from 10:30am till 2:30pm.

Bob made a motion to allow CHS Interact Club to use the common 5/24 for their event pending approval from Primex. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.


Life Scout Ben Germano spoke to the Board about conducting the town perambulation as his Eagle project. Ben needs to collect information on the process of perambulation and then go to his board to get approval. Ben asked if the Town would pay to replace monuments or border markers that have fallen into disrepair. The Board agreed that there shouldn’t be a problem with the Town paying for the markers. 
Atlas Fireworks Permit

Dan made a motion to approve Atlas Fireworks permit for another year. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.

Nicole announced that the webpage has gone live and also asked that if anyone has any comments or issues with the webpage to please come to her. 
Informational Items / Communication

April expenditures were distributed for the Board’s review. Ellen also included all warrant articles passed and the overtime spreadsheet. Non- mandatory training for police was suspended for the time being until Mike French has looked into why there has been so much training.

Sequoya has not been forthcoming in answering Roberta’s questions about our computer systems. Pat Martin suggested putting Spiceworks into the network. Spiceworks is a program that could be loaded into the network that would map our systems telling us what we have and what we use. 

Bob made a motion to have Spiceworks run on our computers. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 

A wetland application was received and distributed to the Board for review. This is for the property next to the chiropractor on Route 119, which would be used for a Triumph Kitchens.
Disposition of town property

The Town Office has found old office equipment that we would like to dispose of. It was suggested that the Board should consider amending the Town Sale policy to allow a “yardsale” for old unused equipment. Dan offered to be the auctioneer. 

The Conservation Commission gave the Highway department a small shed to store equipment in at the Cemetery.
