CALL TO ORDER / PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Roberta motioned to seal the minutes of the second session of the Non-Public meeting pursuant to RSA 91-A3: II (c) for reputation, seconded by Jim, approved 3-0.  Bob Hamilton, Roberta Oeser, Jim Qualey.

CITIZEN’S FORUM

Larry submitted bill receipts for Memorial Day Volunteer Group to pay the six New Hampshire volunteers, David and Joe Pipetone and Pizza Haven for supplying pizza for the band for the Memorial Day Celebration.

Sharon Rasku, has received complaints from senior citizens, asking why Town employees park in front in the building?  This creates a problem for some of the older residents of Rindge that are trying to access the building.  Roberta stated this has been discussed several times, due to incidents that have occurred in the past of vehicles hitting the Town Office, and due to issues in the past where there have been vehicles that have driven into the Town building.  

Jim Qualey will check with Mike Cloutier to see if there is a way to put up barriers to protect the building and leave the spaces for the residents and not the employees.

Concerns were that this could cost several thousand dollars and we would also need to be able to support the structure to stop and vehicle from hitting the building.

2.
	a)  George E. Sansoucy, PE, LLC, Portsmouth, NH – Public Utilities Appraiser
George Sansoucy is based out of Lancaster and has a state-wide reputation as a public utility appraiser. His associate Charelle Lucas was also in attendance, she is one of the companies Project Manager’s in the State of New Hampshire.

The Town of Rindge has hundreds of acres of easement property that is not being valued to the utility companies for tax purposes.  The Town of Rindge currently uses utility assessments from the Department of Revenue Administration (DRA).  The DRA doesn’t actually appraise the properties town-by town, rather they calculate the book value of its property state-wide and allocates it to individual towns throughout the state based on historical cost.

George Sansoucy presented a contract to the Town of Rindge to provide engineering, consulting and valuation services to the Town of Rindge to value, as of April 1, 2016 for ad valorem taxation purposes.  

The Selectmen will take this into consideration.

      b)    Phil Stenersen - was not present at the meeting.  This will be moved to the next Board of Selectmen Meeting.
 
c)  Larry Cleveland – Veteran’s Memorial Park
Larry Cleveland the board if he can take care of the Veteran Memorial at no cost to the town.  He was concerned that work and supplies that had been donated to the town were not being take care of.  KDI had seeded and hydo seeded, mowed and raked the park.  He felt that the work that had been done was not being taken care of properly by Town employees.

Roberta stated we would need to check with PRIMEX regarding liability issue with volunteering time.  Bob suggested the Larry contact Mike Cloutier to discuss his concerns and come to a resolution.
Larry stated that the Veterans Memorial Park needs to be better maintained.   This is about respect for the Memorial for our past, present and future Veteran’s.
 
d)  Roadway Committee – School Street – Charlie Eicher

The Roadway Committee met today to consider parking on School St. The meeting included a site visit and a discussion with Brenda Lashua regarding safety concerns, the passage of emergency vehicles is obstructed or response time diminished during school events. The Committee also discussed USDOT Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD) and applicable NHDOT standards. 

The Committee unanimously recommends that “The Town purchase eight (8) ‘No Parking This Side’ signs and install them approximately 100 ft. apart on the north side of School St. from 69 School St. west to the fire lane exit of the Meeting House.”

Roberta made a motion to accept the recommendation of the Roadway Committee, seconded by Jim and approved 3-0.

e)  Appointments to Conservation Commission - 
Roberta made a motion to reappoint Dave Drouin to the Conservation Commission, seconded by Jim and approved 3-0.

f)  Pipeline Update
Eversource is challenging the Coalition's intervener status.  Spectra is becoming very controversial. 

g)  Town Administrator Transition Update
The Search Committee have reviewed 4 resumes for potential Town Administrator.  4 candidates have been selected to interview.

INFORMATIONAL ITEMS / COMMUNICATION

Ellen Smith brought forward the new rates for the Energy Consortium agreement that needed to be signed, to save money on energy costs.   This is an agreement includes the new rates for the next 2 years. 

Roberta motioned to have Bob Hamilton, the Chair of the Board of the Selectmen sign on behalf of the Town, Jim seconded and approved 3-0.
