Paving Bid

Mike Cloutier stated that he had received 6 bids for the paving contract.  The bids were opened at 11:00am on Thursday, May 19, 2016.  

$54.90 was the lowest bid, $65.00 was the highest bidder with a $10.10 difference.  PJ Keating has been doing our paving for the last 18 years and they were not even close in the bidding.
Arlington Paving came in with the lowest bid, he checked out with other towns that have used this company and all references check out well.  We will be using Arlington Paving at $54.90.

With price as low as it came in the Town will be able to do the extra 6700 Ton as appose to the 4000 Ton that was anticipated.

This will translate into approximately 4 ½ miles as oppose to the previous years of about 3 ½ miles.

The following roads will be paved this year, Perkins Road, Robbins Road, back side of Thomas Road, Main Street from 119 to the center of town and Middle Winchendon Road.  In the event there is any extra, we will pave the Fire Department parking lot.

Roberta recommended to accept the bid from Arlington Paving, seconded by Jim and approved 3-0.



Veterans Memorial Park

Mike stated that since the last meeting when the discussion of the Memorial Park was addressed, he and Larry Cleveland met and that if he had any other concerns he could call him anytime.  He stated that if he would like to volunteer he would need to sign a waiver.  

Heartland Processing – Electronic Payments Contract

Global Payments they have partnered with Heartland Processing and has given a very short window to sign a new contract.  

With the new payment processor, residents can use American Express as well as all the other major cards, and those that pay online will no longer be charged the shopping cart fee.  

The current fee is 2.95% for utilizing this payment method and will be reduced to 2.79%.
The minimum $1.50 fee still remains the same.
