Approved Minutes
Call to Order / Pledge of Allegiance

Recreation Director Craig Fraley will be leaving the Town’s employ on June 13th. The Board is forming a Search Committee for a new Director. The Board appointed Renee Sangermano as the Interim Director until a permanent Director is hired. The committee will be made up of 2 members from Recreation Committee, Mike Cloutier from DPW, one BOS member, one member from the RAMS, one citizen from the Recreation programs, and one senior citizen. The Committee will be limited to 7. The Director’s position will be advertised immediately and June 20th will be the deadline for the application process. 

Citizen’s Forum
Kelen Geiger requested that on the April 30th meeting minutes, the Board add to the April 30th meeting minutes that the public joined the meeting at 3 p.m.. 
Kelen also mentioned the Woodmere association and that the wetlands had been cleaned up but now they had removed all the vegetation adjacent to the lake. None of the docks have been permitted. Kelen stated that she hopes the Town would not issue any building permits for Woodmere until the matter with DES is all cleared up. 

On June 13th at 7pm, the Conant High School class of 2014 will be graduating at Franklin Pierce University.
On June 17th at 6:30pm is 5th grade step-up at RMS.
On June 18th at 6pm is 8th grade step-up at Pratt Auditorium.

General Business
Dan made a motion to accept accounts payable and payroll for 5/22/2014 and 5/29/2014. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.

Kelen asked if we could please add that Mark Griffin is gone to the Police Academy for 14 weeks to the meeting minutes from 5/14/14.
Bob made a motion to amend the minutes from 5/14/14 to say that Mark Griffin will be at the Police Academy for 14 weeks and to approve them as amended. Dan seconded and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Energy Commission-

Pat Martin gave an update on Energy Commission. Pat explained that she would like to come back in 2 weeks with a plan. 

Abatements

San-Ken Holmes

This is a waterfront property. Sandy, from San-Ken Holmes presented other properties that were also waterfront and assessed lower than her property.

Dan made a motion to reduce the San-Ken property by $30,000. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 

Dennis Wilder 

This mobile home  was purchased for $12,000 and is not in good condition. Dennis says that the assessment is too high. The inside is deteriorated and there is only one bathroom where it has been assessed as having 2 bathrooms. Roberta thinks that taking $20,000 off the current assessment, making the new assessment $43,100, would be fair. The revaluation would be accurately done in 2015 when the revaluation would be completed.

Dan made a motion to change Dennis Wilder’s assessed value to $43,100. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 

Philip Leder

Roberta recused herself to represent Philip Leder. KRT denied this application assessed at $396,800. The water front is 1500 feet away and the path down to the water is very steep. There is no way to get a boat down to the water. Roberta is asking that the land valuation be around the 135-150k. Roberta is only looking to have the land assessment lowered. Dave recommended 40k off the land. 

Bob made a motion to abate $33,400 on the land. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted 2 in favor and one abstained. 


Tech Committee-

Mike DiPasquale has resigned from the Technology Committee. Tim Wessels would like to be appointed the Technology Committee. 

Bob made a motion to appoint Tim Wessels to the Technology Committee. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 

Pat Martin and Nicole Sesia met with Tom Strickland of Sequoya Technologies to set up the program that will show us what computer programs the Town uses. June 3rd will be the next meeting of the Technology Committee. Pat would like to do a physical inventory of the fire house, police, and Recreation Department. 

Paving bid 

Mike Cloutier wrote a memo requesting the paving bid be awarded to PJ Keating. PJ Keating’s cost was the same as last year even though the price of paving has increased.

Bob made a motion to award the bid to PJ Keating. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.

The Board received two applications for camper permits. Both properties are located on Coot Bay. No abutters were present. 

Dan made motion to grant the camper permits. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.

Beautification Committee

Bob made a motion to appoint Anne Evans to the beautification committee. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 

Bob made a motion to accept the $200 from the Griskas for the beautification of Rindge. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.

Informational Items / Communication

The Library Trustees have requested raises for their part time employees. 

Payson Well update

Jane is working with Keith Thibeault and Town Counsel to return the well to Southwest Community Services. In connection with this return,    the Town will waive all rights to the Well.

Police:

The May 1st through May 27th Record of Offences sheet was distributed to the Board. 

Training:

Police Manager Mike French would like to discuss lifting the moratorium on non-mandatory training so that some of the officers can attend beneficial but not required training. There would be a plan as to whom and when training would be done. 

Bob made the motion to allow the Police Department to continue training even if it requires overtime. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.

Police Chief search-

May 15th was the deadline for applications for Chief.  There were 39 applications received. About a dozen candidates will be chosen to write essays then the phone or video interviews begin along with a preliminary background check. 

Police SUV

The new Police SUV was ordered prior to the board authorizing it and it was not ordered as a patrol vehicle. There were several items that are not transferrable from the old SUV and will be an extra cost. The old SUV would be taken in trade for $2,500. The old SUV is being used as a detective’s car but the Board decided that the new SUV should be put into the fleet.  It could be painted for $3,500 to have this be a patrol vehicle or we could stripe this car and have a grey patrol vehicle. It will cost an estimated $9,000 to fully equip this car. 

Dan made a motion to authorize the purchase of the new SUV and to dispose of the old SUV as a trade in. Bob seconded and the Board voted unanimously in favor.

 
Bob made a motion to enter into a purchase and sale agreement for the new police vehicle and to sign over the title of the old SUV. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
