Pipeline Update

Roberta stressed that the Gas Act is what really needs to be addressed.  Annie Kuster is going to work with Republicans and Democrats to try to get a co-sponsored bill for modifications to the Gas Act.  

Some Coalition Towns are concerned by moving forward.  We need to get Kinder Morgan to withdraw or move forward with the application to dismiss with prejudice.

Roberta feels that we need to make a decision on whether we continue pursuing this with Carnoff.  The way our Warrant Article is written it gives us the right to stay involved and fight the PUC.

Roberta worked on the No Trespassing Ordinance, this item was not on the Agenda and this needs to be placed on the agenda in order to enact it.  This is to help reflect the proper RSA number.
