	b)	Phil Stenersen 
Mr. Stenersen stated that in 2009 they pulled building permits for Amalia Way.  The market was not doing well at the time and the monies were not used.  In 2012 Mr. Stenersen came before the Board of Selectmen and asked to put some of the money toward some building permits.  He stated he had asked in the wrong way saying he had asked for only one, thinking he had asked to use the money until it was all used up.  There is a $1,565.00 balance left remaining.

      Permits were pulled that building permits do expire and the costs that had been incurred 
      by the Building Department.
