	b)	Building Security 

Jim Qualey brought up his concerns regarding the Finance office and security of Town and Employee records.  The lock to the Finance Office has been changed and he felt there should be a key available in a known location in the event it is needed.

Bob stated that he had concerns regarding the information in the filing cabinets.  Two of the cabinets are now secured.

Roberta felt that the system has worked for over that last 20 years and does not understand the need for access to the Finance Office.

The Town will purchase 2 filing cabinets with the ability to lock them and will be locked at all times.
