The format of the agenda was changed to accommodate the abatement process.
1. Abatement – Dave DuVernay
Map 17-6, Gilman and Patricia LeBelle, 92 Colburn Lane
Dave pointed out that the applicant bears the burden of proof that assessed value is inappropriate or disproportionate.

The LeBelle’s stated that the abatement they are seeking is based on the dwelling portion of the tax bill.  KRT recommend to reduce the Condition Factor to .75% on the land which would reduce the valuation by $27,400 to recognize the impact of summer traffic on their waterfront property.  

They presented several comps of similar properties and felt due to the age and condition of the property they wanted to have the abatement reviewed by the Selectmen.

Roberta motioned to grant the abatement of $27,400 for the land and an additional $10,000 reduction on the dwelling, bringing the total assessment to $309,700, seconded by Jim and approved 3-0.
