Approved Minutes
Call to Order / Pledge of Allegiance

Citizen’s Forum
Tom Coffee inquired whether the siren on top of the Fire Station works or if it is just a decoration. Roberta explained that was a question for Chief Donovan.

The Rindge Family Festival and Fireworks will be June 2nd starting at 5pm.

The Police Chief search has been narrowed to four candidates.

Roberta brought forward some concerns that she had heard about the webpage. Nicole will be looking into these concerns this week. 
General Business
Ellen requested that the Board voted to pay for the band for the Fourth of July out of the Pavilion entertainment fund.
Dan made a motion to approve payment of the band for July 2nd Family Festival from the General Fund to be reimbursed by the Pavilion Entertainment Fund. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Dan made a motion to approve the accounts payable and payroll for 6/19/2014 and 6/26/2014. Bob seconded and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Dan made a motion to approve the minutes from 6/11/2014. Bob seconded and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Fulltime Firefighter Casey Burrage joined the meeting and explained that the horn on the top of the Fire Station would work if the hose was connected and that Chief Donovan would be the one to ask when that would be done.
Interim Police Manager Mike French announced that the new police SUV is ready for pickup from the dealership. Mike explained that he has a part time officer and Nicole Sesia who would be available to go to Laconia to pick up the vehicle on Friday 6/ 27/2014. Mike requested that the Board authorize Nicole to sign the paperwork on behalf of the Town of Rindge. 
Bob made a motion to authorize Nicole Sesia to sign the new police SUV Odometer Disclosure, MCO and the Title Application. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Next the Town needs to choose a vendor for the removal of equipment from the old SUV and outfitting the new SUV. 
Dan made a motion to accept the Belltronics proposal for outfitting the new vehicle and removal of the old equipment. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.  

Cruiser Repair Update
Primex assessed the damaged cruiser. The cruiser is currently at a shop in Jaffrey. The estimated cost of repair is $5,832.91.  The Town will be responsible for the 1,000 insurance deductible.
Dan made a motion to authorize the repair of the damaged cruiser as needed. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Laptop Software Update
The Police Department Toughbook Laptops have not been used to their full potential due to missing software. Officers would get direct checks and reports. Currently we have 4 Toughbooks. We would need 2 air cards. We are currently leasing one Toughbook at a cost of $210 per month.  Mike French will continue to research this project and will come back to the Board when a more precise proposal is worked up.

This project could be funded by the Asset Forfeiture Fund.
Telecommunications Committee
Craig Clark announced that there is a USDA Grant coming up for high speed internet. Craig came before the Board to ask if we still wanted to pursue grants or if the Townspeople did not want us to receive any grants. There is a chance of receiving up to 3 million dollars from this grant. FastRoads would be doing all the management if we received this grant. 
Roberta explained that grant applications state that whoever signs the application is authorized to receive the grant.  

Energy Commission
The Energy Commission is looking into the idea of solar panels at the Recreation Center. The Board agreed that even though it is a large project it would be beneficial to the Town and the Energy Commission should continue to do research on this. 
Amalia Way

Phil Stenersen came before the Board to learn the processes of making Amalia Way, upon completion, a town road. Roberta explained that in order to make this a Town Road the road needs to be completed and a Roadway Review Committee must be formed. The Review Committee then makes a recommendation to the Board of Selectmen at a public hearing.  

Jeanette Gutteridge resigned from the Recreation Director Search Committee. Linda Tower would like to be appointed in place of Jeanette.
Bob made a motion to appoint Linda Tower to Recreation Director Search Committee. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.  

Nicole presented the list of Town committees with vacancies and asked the Board to review these so that we could advertise. David Drouin requested that Conservation Commission be included in the advertising for committee members.
Library Trustees
Bob made a motion to appoint Karla MacLeod to the Library Trustees. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
Roberta Gordenstein resigned from the Town Gown due to health reasons. 
Roberta announced that the Technology Committee is making some great progress and that we should be able to afford new computers this year.
A grant was awarded to the Conservation Commission to fix up one of the Rails/Trails. To accept the grant there will need to be a public hearing.  

Dan made a motion to accept the $50 donation for Animal Control. Bob seconded and the Board voted unanimously in favor.

Bob made a motion to allow the transfer station to be closed on July 4th 2014. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Informational Items / Communication

Ellen requested that the Board amend the Health Trust contract to include retiree billing, at no additional cost to the Town. The administrative function for billing and collecting from NHRS for retiree’s dental insurance would now fall on Health Trust.
Police Chief Interviews 
Bob and Dan stated that Friday and Saturday were good days to do the interviews. The Board decided the 11th and 12th of July would work for all members.
The Pearly Pond management plan meeting was announced.
