CALL TO ORDER / PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

CITIZEN’S FORUM

Roberta gave a reminder for the July 2nd celebration to be held on the Town Common.  Roads will be closing at 4:30 pm and the Chamber was still in need of some volunteers.

BUSINESS
1. Approval of: 
	a)	Accounts Payable, 6/23/16 & 6/30/16 
Roberta motioned A motion to approve the Accounts Payable for 6/23/16 & 6/30/16 was made by Roberta, seconded by Jim, and approved 3-0.

	b)	Payroll 6/23/16 & 6/30/16 
A motion to approve the payroll for 6/23/16 & 6/23/16 was made by Roberta, seconded by Jim, and approved 3-0.

	c)	Minutes, 6/1/16, 6/7/16, 6/15/16 
A motion to approve the minutes of 6/1/16, 6/7/16 and 6/15/16 was made by Roberta, seconded by Bob, and approved 3-0.

2. General Business

a) Camping Permit
Chris Witkowski requested a camping permit for the property located on Loop Road, Map #47, Lot 64.

Roberta motioned to grant the camping permit for Map #47, Lot 64 to Mr. Witkowski, seconded by Jim and approved 3-0.

b) Abatements
Dave pointed out that the applicant bears the burden of proof that assessed value is inappropriate or disproportionate.
1. Map 48 lot 75, Judith St. Germain, 86 Thayer Road

Mrs. Germain is contesting her assessment on the grounds that her waterfront property resides in a cove and is partially obstructed by the peninsula property on Browns Point Road as well as a driveway easement that also impacts her property.

Mrs. Germain presented similar comps and pictures of her property.

KRT recommended a $9,800.00 reduction on the land for a condition factor of 85%, with which she does not agree.

Roberta motioned to grant the abatement with a .75% condition factor for Map 48 Lot 75, seconded by Jim and approved 3-0.

2. Map 10-47-4, Kenneth Smith, 176 South Woodbound Road

Mr. Smith is contesting the rise in his property’s assessed value compared to several neighboring properties.  Mr. Smith received several letters between August 2015 and September 2015 with different assessed values.

KRT stated that the grade level of the home, which previously graded at a level 3, had been graded incorrectly and after their evaluation increased the grade level to 5.  This increased the value of the property to $341,200.

Mr. Smith disagrees with the Abatement recommendation from KRT and presented several comps to the Selectmen of like size that have sold in recent months.

The square footage is in dispute as well as the Grade Level, more information is needed to determine a finding.

Roberta motioned to table this abatement for Kenneth Smith, Map 10, Lot 47-4, seconded by Jim and approved 3-0.

3. Map 5, Lot 1-3, Barbara Zabriske, 305 Abel Road

Ms. Zabriske stated that she felt the square footage was incorrect.  Mr. DuVernay explained that the square footage is based on the outside dimensions of the home and not the interior.

Ms. Zabriske provided several comps to the Selectmen for their review, however the Selectmen felt that the properties were inconsistent with the property on 305 Abel Road.

Roberta motioned to deny the abatement for Map 50, Lot 1-3, Jim seconded and approved 3-0.


4. Map 45, Lot 58, Jon Whitney, 19 Pulaski Drive
Mr. Whitney is contesting the increase of $7,200 assessed value that was recommended by KRT.
Mr. Whitney brought forward several comps to his home, 2 of which had a decrease in value.
The home is basically a new build compared to the comps that were presented and the Selectmen felt that burden of proof was not supported.
Roberta motioned to deny the abatement for Map 45, Lot 58, seconded by Jim and approved 3-0.
c.)	Teletech (Telecommunication/Technology) Committee Appointments
Roberta motioned to rename the Telecommunication Committee/Technology Committee to Teletech, seconded by Jim, and approved 3-0.
Roberta motioned to appoint Al Lefabvre, Mike Susz, Craig Clark, Phil Motta, Devin Saveall, John Bonell, Members and Jim Qualey, Member Ex-Officio to the Teletech Committee, seconded by Jim and approved 3-0.
d.)	Pipeline Update
The Coalition will meet again in July.  
Mary Ann Harper stated that Eversource has sent out letters to residents that have a right of way on their property saying they would be conducting survey’s “ironically” that Kinder Morgan was unable to complete.
e.)	Town Administrator Transition Update
Bob gave the update on the Town Administrator position, stating that the Search Committee has brought forward 3 candidates for the position.  The Board of Selectmen will be conducting interviews of the candidates, Friday, July 1, 2016.  
He also stated there are other applicants that the Search Committee will be interviewing and if they feel the candidates warrant an interview, they will then pass the information on to the Selectmen.
