CALL TO ORDER / PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

CITIZEN’S FORUM

Robert Jackson read his letter of retirement from the Rindge Fire Department (see attached).
Bob Hamilton thanked Rob Jackson for his services over the last 13 ½ years.

Roberta mentioned that the 4th Celebration was a success again this year.  However, not a large a crowd in years past.

BUSINESS
1. Approval of: 
	a)	Accounts Payable, 7/7/16 & 7/14/16 
Roberta motioned A motion to approve the Accounts Payable for 7/7/16 & 7/14/16 was made by Roberta, seconded by Jim, and approved 3-0.

	b)	Payroll 7/7/16 & 7/14/16 
A motion to approve the payroll for 7/7/16 & 7/14/16 was made by Roberta, seconded by Jim, and approved 3-0.

	c)	Minutes, 6/21/16, 6/28/16, 6/29/16 and 7/5/16 
Roberta motioned to approve the minutes of 6/21/16, 6/28/16, 6/29/16 and 7/5/16 was made by Roberta, with corrections to 6/29/16, seconded by Bob, and approved 3-0.

2. General Business
a) Fire Department Water System
Mike Cloutier and Rick Donovan came forward for approval of the water filtration system for the Fire Station.  Mike received 3 quotes from vendors, The Water Store, Pinney Plumbing and Hydrotech to obtain quotes.  Hydrotech is the least expensive of the 3 and they will maintain the system, which would alleviate the need for Safety Kleen.

Jim motioned to authorize Mike Cloutier to go forward with Hydrotech, seconded by Roberta and approved 3-0.

b) Transfer Station Fence
 Mike Cloutier stated that the Transfer Station Fence is over 30 years old and in need of replacement.  He contacted 3 local companies to obtain quotes:  Monadnock Fence, Cheshire Fence and Pro Fence.

Pro Fence Deck Supply out of Amherst - $11,271.00
Cheshire Fence - $11,500.00
Monadnock Fence - $10,623.00

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mike recommends replacing the fence and going with Monadnock Fence at $10,623.00, out of Swanzey, he also recommends taking the money from the Transfer Station Revenue account.

Roberta motioned to authorize Mike to negotiate with Monadnock Fencing for $10,623.00, seconded by Jim and approved 3-0. 

c) Oil Pricing
Mike came to the board regarding the pricing of oil for the upcoming season.  He checked the following suppliers:
Red’s - $1.79
Fraticelli - $1.78
Allen & Mathewson - $1.84
Peterson Oil - $1.72

Last year the Town of Rindge used Peterson Oil, this is a 15 cent savings over last year.
Mike would like to recommend using Peterson Oil.

Roberta motioned to negotiate with Peterson Oil at $1.72 per gallon, seconded by Jim and approved 3-0.

d) Emma’s 321 Pub & Kitchen – License
Roberta motioned to send the letter as requested to the NH Liquor Commission and adjust the letter to add entertainment, seconded by Jim and approved 3-0.

e) Historic Designation of Library
The Library Board of Trustees recommends to the Selectmen that building become a State and National Historic site.  This is an Honorific title only, it does not preclude them from doing anything or apply any restrictions.  It gives the Town a pride being able to say that the Library is listed on the Historical Listing as well as the Meeting House, the Cemetery and the Horse Sheds.  The Town owns the buildings, so in order to apply for this the Selectmen must approve the request.

The 1894 Committee has hired a consultant to apply for this and there will be no cost to the Town.  The 1894 had to do a historical assessment in order to apply for a grant to provide the monies needed.

Bob Hamilton stated that he has not been able to read the Charter of the Bi-Laws of the 1894 Committee.  Roberta Gordonstein spoke regarding 1894 the Committee’s Bi-Laws, she does not know why the Selectmen have not received a copy of them.  However, they do not see the need to provide a copy of the Bi-Laws.  

They are not sure why a copy was not provided.  They are a private organization, not under the offices of the Town.

After much discussion, it was determined that the Selectmen and the Library Trustees will review the application prior to its submission.

d)	Abatements

1. Map 10-47-4, Kenneth Smith, 176 South Woodbound Road
Two questions from the previous meeting, regarding the property, were, that it was listed as an average +20, and the square footage.  Discussion continued regarding this property.  The Selectmen felt that the property was graded incorrectly.

Jim motioned to reduce the assessment from a Grade 5 (Avg. 20+) to a Grade 4 (Avg. +10), Roberta seconded and approved 3-0.

2. Map 50, Lot 1, Ted O’Connor, 1855 NH Rte. 119

Mr. O’Connor is contesting the reassessed value of $286,100 that was recommended by KRT.  He presented and appraisal that reports the opinion of value at $240,000.
The question of the square footage and the lack of other comparable properties were discussed.
Bob motioned to reduce the assessed value to $269,300, seconded by Roberta and approved 3-0.
3. Map 17, lot 7, Daren Ducharme, 104 Colburn Lane
Mr. Ducharme contests the 2015 assessment as the land portion of the property does not include value reductions for an existing right of way and waterfront quality, adjustment that have been applied in the past revaluations.  KRT recommended a .70 condition factor to the property, however, Mr. Ducharme does not agree and is requesting a .50 condition factor.  The Selectmen felt the burden of proof was not supported.

Jim motioned to accept the recommendation from KRT to reduce the land value by $56,200, seconded by Roberta and approved 3-0.
      
f) Map 11 Lot 2-1 Redemption Penalty
This item has been addressed and taken care of.
g) Rice Septic License
Roberta will write a letter and submit it to the other selectmen for all to agree on and send it to Town council for review.
h) Trespassing Ordinance
Roberta motioned to amend the Trespassing Ordinance 211-19 to include paragraph b.), Bob seconded and approved 3-0.

3. Any Other Business to Come Before the Board
Ellen contacted Irving regarding the gas for the Town vehicles.  She researched with other towns that are on a program with Irving and at this time does not see a reason not to move forward.  Irving is now 24 hours, 7 days a week, and would be a good fit for the Highway, Fire and Police Department.  

Irving will provide an even more cost effective program than what the town was receiving through Sunoco.  The town will receive double the discount, offering 5 cents, on top of the exemptions from the Federal and State Tax.  The Town will pay 51 cents off the sticker price of diesel and 45 cents off gas.

Roberta motioned to go with Irving Commercial Card Plan, and have Bob Hamilton sign on behalf of the Town, seconded by Jim and approved 3-0.
