Citizen’s Forum
Ronnie Hamilton questioned the Board about the Police Chief Selection process and why we added candidates to the pool from another town’s pool if we only had one finalist candidate that would be a good fit?
Roberta explained that she had misspoke at the previous meeting and that there were two finalists still in the pool not one.

Jane stated that there were four final candidates and that she was notified by Alan Gould of two withdrawals. Alan Gould had suggested that we add candidates from his pool of candidates from other searches in order to get the best candidate. Jane explained that upon receiving this email she notified all Board members and no one responded opposing the suggestion, so Alan Gould was told to proceed. 

Roberta explained that we have a contract with MRI and they are doing their job to find us the best candidates.
Several from the original pool didn’t meet the needs for the Town of Rindge. Four candidates will be interviewed on Tuesday July 29, 2014 in a closed session. 
Evie Goodspeed commented on how Larry Cleveland wrote an article using knowledge that was not public and cannot be validated. 

Bob expressed his concern that the 39 applicants who applied on time were cheated of the chance for interviews. The cutoff date was in May now we are just letting more people into the pool who didn’t apply for this position. 

Evie Goodspeed informed the Board that the company the Rindge Police Association and Rindge Fire Association hired to sell Comedy Night tickets has been identifying themselves as Rindge Police Officers and harassing her and her boss. 
Holly Koski asked if we could make sure that there is a link to print the agendas. 
Bob Hamilton announced that at the next meeting Charlie Eicher will be doing a small presentation on the School Budget.
