Call to Order / Pledge of Allegiance

Citizen’s Forum
Don Cook inquired about the Chief’s and the officer’s positions at the Police Department and whether they would be full time or not. 
Larry Cleveland filed a right to know request for all documents pertaining to fiber or broadband internet grants.
Charlie Eicher inquired if there was a reason that the Town of Rindge did not participate in the funeral of Brandon Garabrant. Roberta explained that Chief Donovan would be the one to ask. Jane said that she would ask the Chief. 
Kelen Geiger requested that all abbreviations on the agenda be spelt out. Kelen requested that the draft minutes be put on the webpage or sent out every week to individuals who would like to see them. Roberta explained that draft minutes are available upon request and are not put on the webpage. 
General Business
Dan made a motion to approve accounts payable and payroll for 7/3/14 and 7/10/14. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Bob made a motion to approve the minutes from 6/25/14. Dan seconded and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 

Bob made a motion to appoint Arianne Miller as an alternate trustee for the Library Trustees until March 2015. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
The cost of shipping the SCBAs back to the Town would cost $669 if Dalmatian Fire Company lowered its purchase offer. 
6:15 Public Hearing-

The Conservation Commission has been awarded a grant in the amount of $6633.00 from the Recreational Trails Program. This money will be used to repair an existing trail off of the rail trails. This trail is located off of South Woodbound Road. The trail will now have kiosks with trail information posted on them. The trail will not be horse friendly due to the small bridge to be built. There will be no motorists allowed.

The Conservation Commission receives its funds from the land use change tax.  

The Public hearing was closed at 6:40pm
Dan made a motion to accept the grant for 6633.00 from the Recreational Trails Program. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.
Dan made a motion to accept the Recreational Trails Program Grant on behalf of the Rindge Conservation Commission. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 
Craig Fraley made corrections to the Recreation Director Job Description before he left.

Roberta announced that the Recreation Director Hiring Committee is setting up interviews. 

Larry Cleveland suggested looking for someone who might be retired who has a CDL and could volunteer to drive the bus. 

Bob made a motion to adopt the recreation director job description of 7/9/14 Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor. 

Unanticipated Revenue
From time to time Casey Burrage takes classes at the Fire Academy. The Fire Academy will then reimburse the Town for the cost of this training. 

Bob made a motion to accept the revenue in the amount of $888.22 from Casey’s training. Dan seconded the motion and the Board voted unanimously in favor.

Ellen announced that we received another Premium Holiday from Primex equaling $17,056.63.
Larry Cleveland commented that the Highway Department did a very nice job in cleaning up the West Rindge Common. 

Informational Items / Communication

The Tax Anticipation Note (TAN) has been paid in full on time. 
Jane received a very nice letter from a citizen expressing how efficient and respectful the police department was when dealing with their break in situation. 
There were three candidates as of last week in the running for Police Chief.  Two of the original candidates have withdrawn due to personal circumstances leaving two finalists. Alan Gould from MRI has another pool of candidates from a recent search he just completed he would like us to use.  This search was out of Vermont but Alan feels many of the candidates would be interested in the position in Rindge. 
The signs on the Police Station have now been clarified. 

The new Police Chief, if from out of state, will be able to assume his/her duties immediately and then complete the required “NH law package” training in the following weeks.
Roberta announced that she has an appointment with Tom Strickland of Sequoya on Monday to clarify some billing questions.  

The Conservation Commission has hired a new clerk.
