Approved Minutes
Call to Order / Pledge of Allegiance

Citizen’s Forum
Charlie Eicher announced that starting next month on October 6th there will be School Board Meetings. These meetings will be the start of the budget process. The meetings will be held Monday nights at 7pm, with the first being at RMS. 

Kelen Geiger walked the rails to trails and down the new Conservation Commission Trail and commented on how beautiful the trail is. Ellen suggested that Kelen forward the photos she took to Nicole to post on the webpage. 

Ellen explained that the bill from Mike French did have an incorrect line item on it and was corrected.
Don Cook inquired about the meeting with the Jaffrey Rindge School District Superintendent and the BOS. Jane indicated that there were scheduling conflicts and when this meeting is rescheduled it will be posted. 
Ronnie Hamilton inquired if Mike French would be leaving on September 22, 2014, when the new Police Chief starts. Roberta explained that Mike would be staying a few days after the new Chief startes  to get him settled. 

Pat Martin talked about the Regional Greenhouse Gas Initiative. Pat explained that there was a possibility that the state government would be   taking money that was collected from rate payers by the  Public Utilities Commission and earmarked for the Regional Greenhouse Gas Initiative and and using it to reduce the state budget. Pat requested that the Board give her permission to write a letter expressing the Town’s interest in receiving funding from the Regional Greenhouse Gas Initiative and asking that the state government will not take the money.
General Business
Bob made a motion to accept the accounts payable and payroll for 9/11/2014 & 9/18/2014. Roberta seconded the motion and the Board voted two in favor and one absence. 
Bob made a motion to approve the minutes of 9/3/2014 with corrections. Roberta seconded the motion and the Board voted two in favor and one absence. 
Roberta explained that Friday 9/12/2014 there was a very brief BOS meeting held to give Mike Cloutier the authority to negotiate the price of oil for this season in conjunction with the Jaffrey Rindge School District. 
Bob made a motion to approve the minutes from 9/12/2014. Roberta seconded the motion and the Board voted two in favor and one absence. 
Roberta made a motion to issue the forfeiture notices regarding unlicensed dogs. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted two in favor one absence. 

Rick Sirvint submitted a letter to the Board asking to be reappointed to the Jaffrey Rindge School Board Budget Advisory Committee. Bob stated that he would like to talk to Rick before he makes a decision on this appointment. 
Roberta made a motion to table the appointment of Rick Sirvint to the Jaffrey Rindge School Board Budget Advisory Committee. Bob seconded the motion and the Board voted two in favor and one absence.  

Pat Martin from the Energy Commission talked about the Solar Array project.  Pat explained that we are part of a collaboration that includes several surrounding Towns which is applying for a grant from the Public Utilities Commission to construct a solar array The location of the Array has not yet been determined.  This is a grant from the NHPUC and multiple Power Purchase Agreements. At this stage we are only expressing interest in this grant, and are not committed. This project will be no cost to the Town. 
Acceptance of Unanticipated Revenue

Casey Burrage, Fulltime Firefighter/ EMT attended three different trainings. The unanticipated revenues are grants designed to reimburse the Town for all of the expenses Casey incurred while attending these trainings. 
Bob made a motion to accept the unanticipated revenue of $84.74 for Fire Warden Training, $779.43 for Confined Space Rescue and $435.40 for Hazardous Materials, reimbursement grant for Casey’s training. Roberta seconded and the Board voted two in favor and one absence. 
Informational Items / Communication

August expenditures were distributed for review. Roberta commented on the legal budget being lower than last year. 

Ellen announced the increases on the NH retirement portion of Town Employee’s benefits. 

Jane announced that Chief Tirrell from Mutual Aid will be attending the next BOS meeting. Jane suggested that the BOS and the Budget Advisory Committee put together a list of questions for Chief Tirrell and to send them to her.
