CALL TO ORDER / PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
The Chair opened the meeting at 6:00 PM.


CITIZENS’ FORUM
Don Cook inquired about the status of the Bookkeeper and the Executive Secretary positions. Both have been filled. Also inquired about the Deputy Fire Chief. That position is not being filled at this time. David Drouin requested that the timing of the Meeting House lights be checked. Joe will check with DPW director. Holly Koski asked for a list of roads to be paved. She was directed to the DPW director. It was announced that the paving was complete including the Fire Department parking lot and the Transfer Station.

GENERAL BUSINESS	

1. Approval of payroll and accounts payable:
a. Jim motioned to approve the Accounts Payable and Payroll for 9/1 and 9/8 and Payroll for 9/1 and 9/8. Second by Roberta. Approved 3-0.
b. Jim Motioned to approve the minutes of 8/10, 8/24 and 8/30. Second by Roberta. Approved 3-0

2. General Business:
a. Cruiser Update: Chief Muilenberg reported on the results of bid requests for replacing the cruiser. Hillsborough Ford came in with the lowest price but is more than the previous one purchased this year. The cost for the vehicle is $28,545 and $8,792 to outfit for a total cost of #37,337. This is another SUV and a model year newer. Jim motioned to authorize the purchase of the SUV with funds from the Police Revolving Fund for a total of $37, 337. Second by Roberta. Approved 3-0
b. Proposed Sick Leave Policy: The proposal is not ready at this time.
c. [bookmark: _GoBack]Melinda Sines: Joe gave an overview of the history of the Asaff property, commonly known as the White sand pit on Rt 119. Melinda wanted to know if the use agreement for OHRVs would carry over if the property is sold as it is for sale now. She said she would hope to get along with potential new owner but if it becomes an issue could she come to the BOS? During discussion Evie Goodspeed spoke about similar issue of use of ATVs and OHRV and the lack of respect of neighbors by users. Also addressed was the speeding and burnouts all over Town. Bob related a story about an incident on South Woodbound road that resulted in an arrest. Evie requested that the Town fund an additional officer for the second shift to deal with the issue. She stated that she believed the citizens would support an increase in the budget for that purpose.
d. Utility Appraisal: Discussion about the need to re-visit the SanSouci proposal due to the change in the RSA regarding assessing public utility assets. Joe has made contact with representatives for Fastroads in reference to their delinquent taxes. They have refused to pay because they feel that the assessment is excessive. The assessment amount of $100,000 is not based on factual data and was an arbitrary amount. They did not apply for an abatement.
e. Unanticipated revenue: This money is to compensate the Town for training expenses and is from a grant. Jim motioned to accept the Fire Department Training Grant in the amount of $541.18 in accordance with RSA 31:95 (b). Second by Roberta. Approved 3-0
f. July Revenue and Expenditures: The information was distributed to the Board. Discussion about the encumbered funds for the Coalition legal fees. Roberta said she would be asking the attorney for a final bill but that no further funds would be spent. The revenue from the automobile registration and timber taxes are up from the projection. 
3.  Other Business:
a. Pipeline update: Roberta reported that there are still actions regarding safe-guarding the residents in the event that a gas pipeline project should come back. In particular another action with the NH SEC regarding safety issues.
b. Benches on the Common update: Joe reported that he had looked into the possible restitution effort started by the previous Tow Administrator. He has written a letter with a ‘return’ date of September 15. Other options are to send a letter to the NH DMV to ask for administrative action which could revoke driving privileges in this state. He would like to try to negotiate. Ellen will check with Primex on how to proceed if an insurance claim is made.
c. Michele Williams, camper permit: Did not appear, tabled.
d. Town Administrator contract: Roberta motioned to approve the Town Administrator contract. Second by Jim. Approved 3-0
