GENERAL BUSINESS

Roberta made a motion to approve the accounts payable and payroll manifest for 12/31/15, seconded by Bob and approved 2-0.
Roberta made a motion to approve the minutes of 12/23/15 seconded by DanBob, and approved 2-0.

Pipeline Update

Roberta – Liberty Utilities has filed a request for approval of transportation capacity on the Supply Path segment of the Kinder Morgan/NED Pipeline.  The schedule calls for an intervention to be filed by December 31, 2016.  However, the case was filed on the 8th of December, the Town of Rindge did not receive any informationnotice of this..

Attorney Kanoff of Burns & Levinson LLP, just found this information out yesterday, December 30, 2015.  The appropriate papers were filed Wednesday, December 30, 2015 and he is still inquiring how that may have occurred.  

Roberta motioned for the Town of Rindge file for intervener status individually and as part of the Coalition in the Supply Path PUC filing by Liberty Utilities, Bob seconded, approved 2-0.

Jane handed the Board a draft of the letter she will be sending to FERC, the Governor, our Senators, our State Representatives, Eric Tomasi,  , and several others regarding the lack of cooperation with the Conservation Commission regarding the Pipeline, along with copies of David Drouin’s e-mails. which she will redact his physical e-mail address.

Al Lefebvreefabre stated that the Conservation Committee will be meeting with Kinder Morgan on January 11, 2016.  They are trying to confirm using the Recreation Department Building., they are awaiting confirmation before they push this out yet.  

Jane - made a suggestion that  one of the things tThe Commission should obtain a commitment from do the night of the meeting, formerly say to Kinder Morgan, they need to agree not to opt for the State Pool Fund.  They need to agree that any mitigation feespayments go directly to the Town of Rindge through the Conservation Commission.  They also need to agree that any expense for engineering will be picked up by Kinder Morgan and not the Town of Rindge. and put money in an escrow account here with the Town, which we are all set up to handle.


2015 Encumbrances and Transfers
