GENERAL BUSINESS

Dan made a motion to approve the accounts payable and payroll manifests for July 30, 2015 and August 6, 2015, seconded by Roberta and approved 3-0.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Roberta made a motion Don to approve the minutes of July 22, 2015, seconded by Dan and approved 3-0.

Jim & Jay St. Jean, Auctioneers:

Jim and Jay St. Jean of James R St. Jean Auctioneers, presented a hand out of samples of upcoming and previous auctions that they represented for the Towns of Wilton and Gilmanton.  St. Jean Auctioneers will be responsible for all of the marketing materials, letters to abutters and advertising.  

There are currently 13 properties owned by the Town of Rindge that are being considered for auction.  St. Jean Auctioneers have studied 90% of the properties and will work the Board of Selectmen to determine if these properties will be an absolute or reserve sale.    The BOS will have an opportunity, during the auction, to refuse bids if they deem the bid to be too low.

Concerns were raised by Jane regarding a few of the properties up for auction.  She is investigating further to rectify these issues prior to the auction.

The Board of Selectmen set a tentative date for the Auction to be held on September 26, 2015 with the location to be determined at a later date.

The BOS will hold a non-public session to discuss possible reserves on some of the larger properties, this meeting will take place Wednesday, August 19, 2015 at the Town Office.  St. Jean Auctioneers indicated that the properties generally sell for 35-38 % of assessed value.  Details will need to be negotiated between Jane and Selectmen.

The Town of Rindge will need to provide all necessary documents 4 to 5 weeks in advance to St. Jean Auctioneers in order to fulfill their obligation regarding letters to abutters, marketing and advertising the Auction.  

Atlantic Drive Road Bond

Jane asked to put on the record that the bond for Atlantic Drive came in and is effective as of June 29, 2015.

The Board will need to re-visit this once a year for the next 5 years to keep updated on the progress


Pipeline Update

Eversource sent a letter out stating that they are working in the utility right of way, it is not Kinder Morgan. The Town had received some complaints.  

Roberta spoke regarding the Scoping Meetings:

Nashua had over 500 people attend this meeting.  Roberta spoke on behalf of the Town of Rindge regarding the taking of property by Eminent Domain.  

Milford’s attendance was overflowing, Maryann Harper spoke on behalf of the Town of Rindge. 

The next scoping meetings are scheduled to take place on August 11, 2015 in Dracut and in Lunenburg on August 12, 2015.


Larry Wendel – Registration Refund


Jane brought to the BOS a request from Town Clerk, Nancy Martin, to refund the Town portion of Mr. Wendel’s vehicle registration.  Mr. Wendel, is a fully disabled veteran and therefore exempt from paying registration fees, per state statute. Dan made a motion to refund Mr. Wendel $657.50 in Town vehicle registration fees due to his status as a disabled veteran, seconded by Roberta, and approved 3-0.

INFORMATIONAL ITEMS/COMMUNICATION

Jane advised the BOS that they need to hold a meeting on August 12, 2015, at 6:00 pm in order to stay on schedule with the revaluation timeline.  KRT Appraisers and a representative from the Department of Revenue Administration will be here to discuss with the Board the revaluation findings.  

Jane has drafted a letter to go to all taxpayers regarding the new assessment for each property.  The Board reviewed the letter and believes it would be a good idea to include the new tax card in the mailing so property owners can review the data.

Rick Donovan, Town Fire Chief requested an amendment to the Board of Selectmen’s minutes dated July 8, 2015 to read as follows:  “The Town of Rindge Board of Selectmen, in a majority vote, accepted the terms of the Emergency  Management Performance Grant as presented in the amount of $3,000 to develop the new Local Emergency Operations Plan.” This amends the first sentence of the motion approved on July 8th.

Roberta motioned to accept the terms, Dan seconded. Approved 3-0




Jane gave the Board a draft of the Training Agreement that would be presented to Maximin Rocheleau who is a candidate for the position of Police Officer for the Town of Rindge.  The Agreement states the total amount the Town will expend for uniforming and training the officer.  The officer then agrees to work for the Town of Rindge for 36 months at which time the note will be discharged.  If employment ends before the 36 months are up, except for specific circumstances, the officer agrees to pay the remaining amount of the note.

Jane will print out a copy and have Maximin and the Chief sign the Agreement before submitting it to the BOS for signature.
