Announcements 

Selectman Dan Aho announced that the Town raised $205,000 in revenue on Saturday at the town auction of property.  Mr. Aho said there were nine properties that sold; some sold for as little as $50 and others sold at much higher prices.  
 Approval of Minutes

MOTION:  Bruce Donati moved to accept the minutes of October 20, 2015 as written.  Jason Paolino seconded the motion.  Vote:  6-0-1   Sam Bouchie abstained.  

New Business/ Public Hearings
1. Webpage Discussion

Kirk Stenersen said that Susan Hoyland attended a conference call with Mainstay earlier today.  

He said that some progress had been made to solve some of the issues with the webpage.  Upload speeds have been increased to allow for better upload abilities.  Interim Planning Director Kirk Stenersen said that Susan Hoyland is optimistic that this meeting is a good step toward better performance of the website.  Al LeFebvre asked if a User’s Manual was available for this website.  He said he uses it for ConCom and often has questions.  Kirk Stenersen said there is a manual online but it doesn’t do what it says it does.  Chairman Phil Simeone said that once Nicole Sesia left, there is a void that needs to be straightened out.  
Zoning and Ordinance Review
Interim Planning Director handed out a list of possible ordinance changes to work on prior to the March 2016 voting.  It included:

· Zoning Ordinance

· Road acceptance language – quorum of majority present?

· Allowance for back lots?

· Allowances for Home Day Cares and / or Day Cares in Residential and Res – Ag Districts

· A definition for construction trailers?

· Sign Ordinance

· Reduce size and restrictions?

· Sign sizes in business / commercial districts?

· Better define temporary signs

· Allow streamers, moving signs, etc.?

· Wetlands Ordinance

· Seems to be causing a lot of issues

· Unfair taxation

· School Enrollment is decreasing – what is the impact

· Add impact fee for pipelines???

Sign Ordinance Discussion:

 Chairman Phil Simeone said that, personally, he is against the signs on wheels that are being rolled out in front of businesses. He said when we speak of protecting the rural quality of the town, these signs and streamer signs are not a good fit.  
Bruce Donati said that this comes up every few years.  He said in his opinion there are three criteria (in no particular order) to address when reviewing the Sign Ordinance:
· Input from the Business Community

· To avoid visual pollution (i.e. streamers)

· Is this something that the voters will approve?
Dan Aho said that we need to be thinking about the businesses.  He said that empty buildings will certainly add to the visual pollution.  He said that if we don’t help the businesses in town, we are making a mistake.  He cited Valvoline as having an issue.  Each time they try to put signs down on the road, Dave Duvernay stops them as it is not allowed by our ordinance.  Dan Aho said that Valvoline is trying to get more exposure and is struggling, and that, in his opinion, we need to make this more friendly.   

Jason Paolino said that another example is on 202.  He said that Sunrise Tire and Auto are on Lisa Drive but would like to have advertising on Route 202.
Jonah Ketola said we could add wording to the ordinance to allow signs on 202 to help these businesses.  

Pam Shuell, said in Newburyport, MA they have to have each sign approved including colors of buildings as well.  She said that Newburyport is beautiful and perhaps we should consider that.

Charlie Eicher said that, what he is hearing is that first, we should solicit some input from the business community; (to see what their needs are); Then, address this from a Visual Pollution perspective; (what kind of restrictions do we really need?).  And then propose the changes.  Charlie said the last thing he wants to see is for businesses to go out of business because they cannot advertise and get the exposure.  He said, however, at the same time, he doesn’t want people driving down the road who see only signs and can’t see the trees or the skyline.  A balance is needed here.  

Al LeFebvre said that neighbors on these roads should be solicited as well.  Charlie Eicher said he agrees, although what he is hearing are mostly issues in the commercial areas in town.  

Jan Griska said if you just drive around the town, you can pick out signs that are attractive.  Jan Griska said he doesn’t think the Market Basket arrangement is an issue.  He said that Lisa Drive could have a similar arrangement.  

Sue Wessels said that she is thinking about the impact of the signs on 202, but she said she likes what Jan is saying, to have the signs all in one place, this would minimize the number of signs and would be aesthetically, more appealing.

Jason Paolino said a discussion about weekly and daily special signs should be discussed as well.  Bruce Donati said that some of this has already been addressed in the ordinance.  We just need to make some adjustments to them including the issues that Kirk Stenersen has brought up in his memo.

Sam Bouchie said that we currently have 16 pages of Sign Ordinance and we need to look at it, not add more pages, but rather simplify it.  

Wetlands Ordinance
Planning Director Kirk Stenersen said that a few years back, discussions took place as to whether or not Rindge needed their own Wetlands Ordinance or if they could merely follow the State RSA’s for wetlands.  He said currently, when it comes to septic design approvals, we are a pre-approval town as our ordinance requires 100 foot setbacks from the wetlands which is more than the state’s 75 foot requirement.

He said that a discussion of pervious and impervious pavement was also something that may need to take place.  He cited the recent Variance received by Delton Drive owners to pave the existing gravel road as an example of this. The plowing of gravel roads in the fall and spring snowstorms would clearly increase the siltation of the wetlands than it would if the road were paved.   He is planning to meet with ConCom to discuss this at a later date.  

Jan Griska said he is with the ConCom and we are going to be facing a real mess with the pipeline.   Impermeable surfaces are going to get really ugly in the future with fuel spills and all sorts of things.  He said people need to understand what is permeable and what is impermeable. 
Cheves Walling said that each town is a little different and the state regulations affect all those towns.   He can see Rindge having something a little more selective than the state, just because we have watershed going both ways, which makes Rindge a little different than other towns.  
Kirk Stenersen said that the state does have distances that relate to soil, whether it is poorly drained or very poorly drained soil.  He said the state has done the research.  He said the Town of Rindge chose 100 feet.  On what basis did they choose that number?  What research has Rindge done and what issues are we trying to address by choosing that number?
Jonah Ketola said he works in a lot of towns that have the State Regulations as their guidelines.  He said this eliminates one step of having to have plans stamped or looked at by the town.  Therefore, if you have a subdivision going in, and there are wetlands on that property, it is going to be by project classification as to whether the soil type meets the criteria.  The 75 foot distance in the State Regs would be adjusted larger if the soil type dictates that.  He said he can see both sides of the story, but he likes to see it made simpler.  Jonah Ketola said he is in favor of sticking with the State guidelines in the interest of making the process simpler. 

Holly Koski is in favor of leaving the 100 foot distance in the ordinance as it is until after we see what happens with the pipeline. Chairman Phil Simeone agreed with Holly Koski.   Kirk Stenersen said his question is, how much does our ordinances matter when it comes to this pipeline project?  Chairman Phil Simeone said he is not sure.  Kirk Stenersen said, according to the legal webinar that he sat in on, town ordinances will not apply to this project.  

Al Lefebvre said he thinks the Board should defer to the town on this issue and not make a decision tonight.  He suggested considering this for the future.  
Jan Griska said that he is sitting at the meeting tonight because he is concerned about blasting and the effect that will have on our wells and septic systems.  He said NH DES has all sorts of ideas on what we should be doing here.  He said we should think this through and not rush on this.  He said when you are blasting where there is granite, you can disrupt the infrastructure which would affect wells and septic systems.  Dan Aho said he has blasted 100 of times in close proximities to houses and has had zero damage.  He said if blasting is done right, there will be no damage.

Jan Griska said he is here tonight because he wants us, as a Town, to manage this process.  

Pam Shuell said that once the water is polluted, we cannot put a new well in.  We don’t know exactly what is happening with blasting and we don’t want to make it easy on Kinder Morgan as their track record says that they don’t always do what they say they are going to do.  

Chairman Simeone said the Board needs to focus on the list of possible ordinance changes at this time and that the pipeline issues will be discussed once we have worked through our agenda items.

Impact Fee Ordinance
Dan Aho asked for clarification of how the pipeline would get an impact fee?  Kirk Stenersen said that is a good question that he doesn’t have a good answer for.   He said that this was brought to the table by Jane Pitt.  Jason Paolino said that he believes this would be related to Emergency Services.  Dan Aho said that if Kinder Morgan has a good attorney, that would be gone in a matter of seconds.  Chairman Phil Simeone said Police and Fire Safety and Roads are all part of commercial development.  He said a lot of heavy trucks travelling our roads will have an impact.  Dan Aho said he doesn’t see how this falls under the Impact Fee Ordinance.  Jonah Ketola said that there should be a permit fee for anyone who wants to create new utility services to our town.  

Cheves Walling said that impact fees were on the town ballot last year and while he’s heard a lot of sentiment to do away with these fees, the townspeople voted to keep them.   
Phased Development Ordinance

Interim Planning Director Kirk Stenersen read from the ordinance as follows:

SECTION 5.  PERIODIC REVIEW

The Planning Board shall periodically review the effectiveness and impact of this article, but not less frequently than once every two years to insure that the phasing requirements of this article are:

1. Reasonable in its implementation;

2. Achieving the intent of the article as stated in Section 2. Purpose.

He said he served on the Planning Board for six years and does not believe this has ever been done.  
Accessory Dwelling Units
Kirk Stenersen said Ordinances start out by listing the authority under which the ordinance is being done. There is no authority listed in this document and this need to be amended.

Housekeeping in Ordinances

Kirk Stenersen said that Roberta Oeser had pointed out to him that some of our ordinances don’t have clear appeal language.  Are cases appealed to ZBA?  To the court?  This has to be cleaned up.  

Large Wind Energy and Solar Energy Ordinances

Chairman Phil Simeone said he had done some work on the Large Wind Energy Ordinance and then decided to hold off for a period of time. He thinks this should be looked at.  He also suggested Solar Energy and said that Peterboro is working on that as well and he thinks this would be a good time to look at it. 

General Discussion 
Charlie Eicher said that he has prioritized his list as follows:

1. Accessory Dwelling Unit Ordinance to add the authority

2. Sign Ordinance

3. Impact Fee

4. Wetland

5. Solar 

Vice Chairman Bruce Donati asked about the Daycare use being added.  He asked how many people went to the ZBA for this.  Kirk Stenersen said this came to the office via someone looking to purchase a home.  He has not seen a ZBA application at this time.  Charlie Eicher said that they can go to ZBA.  Kirk Stenersen said, rather than send them to the ZBA, why not just make it an allowed use.  Charlie Eicher said it was just in the interest of prioritizing what needs to be done now versus what can be done later.  If this is not impacting a lot of people at this time, let’s work on the ones that have a larger impact.

Back Lots

Jonah Ketola said he is in favor of looking at the back lot issue and move on that as well.  He said he brought this up last year as well, but it was not acted on.   Charlie Eicher asked Jonah Ketola if he sees back lots as more of an important issue than perhaps Solar Energy.  The Board discussed some potential parameters for back lots.  
Question from the audience
Sue Wessels said she is trying not to freak out listening to these discussions.  She said the pipeline
is coming to town and is the biggest thing that is going to impose itself on this town, and yet the Planning Board is talking about virtual or metaphorical eye pollution or visual pollution.  She said the pipeline is going to put real chemical pollutants into our waters and our land, that it is the elephant in the room and every time it comes up, the Board moves to another topic.   
Chairman Phil Simeone said that it was his intention to discuss the pipeline but that this is a prescheduled work meeting for the Planning Board for potential items that may go on the ballot.  He said the Planning Board is under time constraints for this work and needs to go through these items before moving along to discuss the pipeline.  Sue Wessels said that the pipeline issues need to go on the ballot as well. She asked how the Planning Board intended to assess Impact Fees, how are you going to protect our roads, how are you going to protect the people?  She said that should go on the ballot as well.   Chairman Phil Simeone said that we need to finish going through our agenda items and then will discuss the pipeline.
Continuation of discussion on potential warrant article items

Jonah Ketola said that some of these items are small issues and can be worked on.  Chairman Simeone asked Kirk Stenersen how much time the Board has to move these items to the ballot.  Chairman Simeone said the Board needs to go through these items and decide what to work on.  Kirk Stenersen said that he would like to have these public hearings completed prior to Christmas.  Cheves Walling agreed. 

 Vice Chairman Bruce Donati suggested the following priorities:

Cleaning up ordinances for appeal process

Get rid of Impact Fee Ordinance

Cheves Walling questioned why we would try again on Impact Fees if the voters voted against repealing it just last year.  Kirk Stenersen said the warrant article for Impact Fees was a petition article,  not put forth by the Planning Board.  He said that a flyer was sent out last year, right before voting which caused people to vote against it.  He felt that, if the Planning Board is against the Impact Fee Ordinance, as it appears they are, then they should move on that and educate the voter as to why it makes sense to repeal this ordinance.  
Holly Koski said she thought the Solar Energy Ordinance was a good idea.  Chairman Phil Simeone said he doesn’t feel the Board has time to work on that this year.  He said it would require a lot of research, would need a subcommittee, and would take time.  Dan Aho said he doesn’t see it as a priority at this time.  

Charlie Eicher asked Kirk Stenersen to confirm that a second public hearing would be required if any changes were made to the proposed ordinance during the public hearing process.  Kirk Stenersen said that was correct.  Charlie Eicher said that, if that is the case, the Planning Board needs to have whatever they are moving forward ready to go for the first meeting in December.

Chairman Phil Simeone asked who would do what.  Kirk Stenersen said he could work on the Road Acceptance Language and Back Lots and ADU ordinance for the November 17th meeting.  He will try to work on Appeals as well.  That would leave the Impact Fee ordinance to be tackled by the Board at the next meeting.  
Pipeline Discussion

Chairman Simeone said that the Planning Board has received many emails this past week, requesting that they look at embedding a Heavy Construction ordinance, similar to what has been used in Temple NH, into the Site Plan Regulations.  Chairman Simeone said he has reviewed this document and finds it to be very restrictive.  He asked if this is something that people think will postpone Kinder Morgan from filing with FERC, or is this something that will handcuff them in their efforts to put in this pipeline?

Jan Griska said that be believes it would be the latter but that every little bit that slows them down, helps.  Mr. Griska said this town will need to recover as a town after this pipeline is put in.  He said people have to ask themselves, will this pipeline happen?  As hard as he is fighting against the pipeline, he believes it is going to happen.  
Chairman Phil Simeone said that, in our little town, and our little ordinance, is this going to prevent Kinder Morgan with their lawyers and consultants and politicians who can override this ordinance easily, from building their pipeline?

 Sue Wessels said that it doesn’t mean you have to lie down and let Kinder Morgan run over you.  She said you need to put up the fights where you can to force them to do their due diligence.  This gives you a place to negotiate with them, slow it down a little bit, get something from them to compensate the town for the damage that will be done.  She said perhaps the Board is not entirely in agreement with Temple’s document, but perhaps the Planning Board could choose some things to do to protect the Town of Rindge.
Jan Griska said, some things that will be done, cannot be erased.  Such as blasting.  Jan Griska said that Kinder Morgan and FERC doesn’t care about what happens to Rindge.  Jan Griska said he went through several very long winded discussions with Kinder Morgan engineers about compressor stations and there were relatively simple things that Kinder Morgan could do to minimize pollution.  Their answer was it would cost them money to replace things and add a pump.  Jan Griska asked at what price they are putting on human life.  .  They will do things as cheaply as they physically can.  They don’t care.
Sue Wessels said that there is a possibility of a compressor station in Rindge.  She said there is high likelihood of a meter exchange on Robbins Road in Rindge.  These all emit toxins into the air.  She asked if the Planning Board was aware of these things.  . She said that her well is most likely going to be destroyed.   Jason Paolino asked for the start date for this.  Sue Wessels said January of 2017 is the targeted start date.  Jan Griska said they are looking for approval on November 20, 2015.  
Dan Aho said that there is a problem with adding a lot of regulations such as Blasting. First off, this pipeline may come in here and it may not.  If we add all these regulations, and some guy comes in to put in a subdivision, and he has ledge and needs to blast, and now he finds out we have all these regulations and now he has major problems.  Dan Aho said when you restrict this, you are not just restricting Kinder Morgan, you are restricting everyone. 

Al LeFebvre said he takes exception to the word “restricting”.  He said we are not “restricting”, we are protecting the Town.    Al LeFebvre said that Kinder Morgan is aiming for a possible compressor station on his road.  He said he does not like that idea and he wants to be protected.  Al LeFebvre said we should be doing everything we can to protect his land as well as the 71% of the voters who voted to be protected from this.  Dan Aho said he has put in wells and has blasted right next to them, and not had any problems.  
An unidentified woman said they are here tonight to stop the Pipeline and she wants the Planning Board to address how they are going to stop the pipeline.  She said this compressor station is being proposed to be right in her front lawn and she is here tonight to find out how we can stop this.  Kirk Stenersen said you can’t stop it.  The woman said in Lexington and Concord, they said we couldn’t stop the redcoats and we did it.  She said we can beat these people if we want to.  She said we don’t want the pipeline, we don’t want the compressor station and we are here asking for help. 
Sue Wessels said, if this does happen, what we can do to mitigate the effects on the Town and on the people who will suffer the most.  She said she does not think it is too much to ask.  She said if the proposed regulations are not to the Planning Board’s taste, then afterwards, they can go back to what they are now.   
Chairman Phil Simeone asked if Temple has put these into their regulations.  Jan Griska said yes they have and he believes the Town of Rye has as well.  Kirk Stenersen asked if the other towns have already adopted these.  Sue Wessels said they are going before the town soon, but have not yet been adopted.

Chairman Simeone said that the Board just got these regulations yesterday and while he read through the first one, he hasn’t had time to read through all of the revisions.  Holly Koski said there is a new revision that she just received today.  Chairman Simeone said that the Board has not had a chance to look all these revisions over and prioritize to see what the Board might want to consider.  He said another meeting is necessary so that the Board members can review these documents. 
Jan Griska said he talked to NH DES (New Hampshire Department of Environmental Services), and they have a blasting plan template that he is willing to share with the Planning Board.  He said he would like to volunteer to work with a subcommittee to make this work.  Jan Griska provided the Chairman with documents.  Holly Koski suggested that Susan send out the newest document to everyone.  

Sue Wessels said that they have learned a lot through this process and asked if the Planning Board would want other citizens to join their meetings to provide some information and definitions that they have already learned.  Chairman Phil Simeone said it is up to the Board.  Vice Chairman Bruce Donati said he thinks that is a good idea. 
Holly Koski asked if we know the date for citizen petitions.  Dan Aho said he thinks it is late January.
Jonah Ketola said obviously the pipeline is a big concern, especially for those people whose properties are close to this.  He said if the citizens want to come up with a petition article that addresses this,- that might be a better way to go.  He said the Planning Board has a full agenda of work items that need to be done to prepare for Town Warrant and this might work better if the group of people who are already involved in this present a petition warrant article to list the things that are reasonable and to ask the voters if they want this.  He said obviously the Planning Board already has a lot to do by year end.  
Jan Griska said they want to control the damage that this pipeline will do to us.  He asked if the Planning Board would be willing to curtail their other work in favor of the pipeline issues.    He said he knows he can pull a crowd together to get this to work, but he would like some guidance from the Planning Board to do this.

Charlie Eicher said he suggests we get someone from the Town Pipeline Taskforce.  He said he spoke with Jane Pitt this morning and that the Board of Selectmen can provide regulations concerning blasting, hours of construction operation, noise and light pollution, road crossings and road cuts, as well as traffic control.  There is a general concern about spot zoning that are unique to the pipeline because then it becomes discriminatory.  His personal concern is the restoration that will be required based on the pipeline construction.  His other concern is time.  Any ordinances we have need to be ready by the 1st of December in order to go to Public Hearing. He said he’s not sure how we can do that in the short timeframe. 
Jan Griska said he would certainly be willing to put the effort in and provide something. He said there is a planning process here and there must be a blasting plan.  
 Jason Paolino said he still doesn’t understand where we fit as a Board with the permitting process.  (In terms of flow of information and communication)

Jan Griska said his question now is what we can do to streamline this process and get things done.  What does he have to do to get the Board comfortable with what is going on? 
Jason Paolino said that he is quite comfortable personally with the FERC process.  He has been an independent consultant for 15 years.  He knows how FERC works.  He also knows that there are enforceability issues.  Utility work can be federally exempt from a lot of this stuff.  So, he said, the Board can write a lot of things and he agrees what is being said here.  Something is needed to enter this fight. 
 Kirk Stenersen said in reading through the Temple documents, he has many issues.  Sue Wessels said much of the wording in this document was crafted by someone in the industry and is probably as good as you can get.  
Jonah Ketola said if there is a Pipeline Taskforce in town, why is this at the Planning Board and not with the Taskforce?   Holly Koski said she and Kirk Stenersen are both on the Taskforce and they have done their report.   Kirk Stenersen said some issues including a Blasting Ordinance were discussed at the Taskforce meetings. 

Al LeFebvre said that these discussions are getting into minutia and we need to make a decision.  Either the Planning Board is going to form a committee to research this and return with some ideas or they are not?  

 An unidentified woman said Kinder Morgan wants to put in thinner pipes in Southern New Hampshire than in Massachusetts and not bury it below the frost line.  What’s going to happen in the spring?    The shutoffs are only every 20 miles.  If there’s a problem, they will contact Kinder Morgan and then contact us?   Chairman Phil Simeone said they have not even filed yet, so we really don’t know precisely what is being planned.  
MaryAnn Rogers said she is extremely ignorant on Town politics and has been to many of the scoping sessions for the pipeline.  Her point is that there are many people in this town who have sufficient concern and she appreciates Jason Paolino acknowledging that this needs to be addressed.  She said there are many other people at many other meetings and they have been attending them for many months and perhaps years.

Chairman Phil Simeone said he wants to place this on the agenda for the next meeting so that the Board can review the documents that they have received.
Charlie Eicher said he would like to have Jan Griska and Jason Paolino meet to discuss this. Jan Griska and Jason Paolino agreed to get together and share information.   Vice Chairman Bruce Donati said that he just wanted to confirm that we will put this on an agenda for a future meeting to discuss and streamline this project.  Jason Paolino said he would also like someone from the Pipeline Taskforce to present some information.
An unidentified woman said she has taken a petition around the state to have it signed.  She has signatures from three of the five Executive Council members to sign it.  Two of those members have spoken out against the pipeline.  She also had the head of Health and Human Services signed this petition.  She plans to give it to the Governor.  She said if the Executive Council thinks this is bad, it is probably bad and that we should listen. 

Sue Wessels said she can send the Planning Board links to websites that they might want to look at to get up to speed on this.  

June O’Day asked if it is possible to simply this process by having the Planning Board put an article on the warrant that says “The Planning Board of Rindge advocates prohibiting a proposed Kinder Morgan pipeline”.  Is it possible to keep it so simple?   Jan Griska said that the Board of Selectmen has already done that.  

Charlie Eicher said that it his understanding that the Town of Rindge has put together a Pipeline Taskforce that is comprised of members from many different departments in town.  The Planning Board is represented there.  Charlie Eicher said the Planning Board has not been asked to take the lead as in intervenor for this.
Charlie Eicher said the Planning Board’s goal is primarily to look at its existing ordinances to see if the town is adequately protected.  He said he is not an expert on these things.  He said what he is looking for is someone to step forward and present the existing ordinances and any proposed changes and then look at it from a common sense perspective.  He said it is not common sense to him to call Large Construction anything over 3 acres.  He said we need to add some common sense to these discussions. 
Chairman Simeone said he agrees with Charlie Eicher 100%.  He said, at this time, we will wait for Jan and Jason to present something to the Board.  He suggested the rest of the Board should read through our regulations and we will put this on the agenda for our next meeting.
