Call to order and Roll Call by the Chairperson

 Approval of Minutes

1. January 5, 2016

Holly Koski said that Jim Qualey’s last name was spelled incorrectly on page 5 of the draft minutes.  

MOTION:  Jonah Ketola moved to accept the minutes of January 5, 2016 with one correction.  Bruce Donati seconded the motion.  Vote:  5-0-1 Sam Bouchie abstained.
Old Business/Continued Public Hearings 

Roniele Hamilton asked if PURDS could be involved in Back Lots. Kirk Stenersen said if the frontage is less than 100 feet, the answer is no.  If the frontage is greater than 100 feet, the answer is yes.  

Roniele Hamilton asked if Multi Unit buildings could be built on a Back Lot.  Kirk Stenersen said yes, by way of a Special Exception.  The allowed uses of these lands remain unchanged.  

Roniele Hamilton said she called the Chair of the New Ipswich Planning Board to ask about their Back Lot provisions.   She said the Chair returned her call and provided her with answers to her questions.    Mrs. Hamilton said she wants to say to this Board, if this amendment passes, to not let this get out of hand.  

New Business/ Public Hearings
1.  CONCEPTUAL CONSULTATION:  Navian Development, 15 Sonja Drive,

Map 6 Lot 99-5-2.  

Elias Parkkonen thanked the Planning Board for agreeing to see him this evening.  He said that Earl Marshall (Sandwich Master) was looking to relocate to his facility.  Mr. Parkkonen said they had a Dunkin Donuts, a commercial kitchen and a carwash at this location.  There has been a change recently –Valvoline has taken over the carwash.  Earl Marshall is now looking to take over the commercial kitchen space.  

Mr. Parkkonen said it is his understanding that there were concerns about septic loading. He said the original proposal was for 2000 gallons per day and they will be well under that.  He said they have a current usage of less than 250 gallons a day, which is metered.  Mr. Parkkonen provided the Board with a letter from Tom Forest outlining the proposed septic loading numbers.  Elias Parkkonen said this will need to go through NH DES for approval of a change of use.

Mr. Parkkonen said another concern he had heard that might come up was parking.  He provided the Board with a plan showing parking for Valvoline employees and Earl’s employees as well as for customer traffic. He said there were a total of 43 parking spaces in this area of Dunkin Donuts, Valvoline and the space potentially for Sandwich Master.    Mr. Parkkonen said based on some reports he’s seen, 1 car for every 5 seats has been used and they fall well within that criteria.  Elias Parkkonen said he sees this as a good use for this facility and hopes the Board will concur.  He is asking the Board to waive the Site Plan Review application process. 
Planning Director Kirk Stenersen reviewed the Site Plan Regulations with the Board and said that it could be interpreted either way.  He said he wasn’t comfortable making the decision and would prefer that Board members decide if a formal application is required.

Chairman Phil Simeone said he called Police Chief Todd Muilenberg to ask if the Chief had any issues with traffic flow and parking at this location.  Police Chief Todd Muilenberg had no issues with this proposed change.  Vice Chairman Bruce Donati asked if signs would be put up to identify employee and customer parking.  Elias Parkkonen said they would be willing to put up signs.  

Charlie Eicher asked if there would be any signage and lighting changes.  Elias Parkkonen said they are not looking to put up high intensity lighting, but perhaps some soft lighting on the building for safety reasons.  As to signage, he has not gone through that decision making process yet.  
Chairman Phil Simeone asked about seating.  Mr. Parkkonen said they are considering about 40-50 seats at this time.  

Bob Hamilton said that Dunkin Donuts key business times were 6AM to 10AM while Earl’s would be later in the day.  Mr. Hamilton said that while Dunkin Donuts is in and out traffic, Earl’s traffic would often stay for a while. 

Planning Director Kirk Stenersen suggested doing something with the crosswalk, perhaps delineating it for safety reasons.  Kirk Stenersen said that they would need 2 handicapped spaces within these 43 spaces.  

Chairman Phil Simeone polled the Board for their concerns at this time.  No Board members had any concerns about this plan.

MOTION:  Bruce Donati moved to not require a Site Plan Review Application for Sandwich Master to operate at 15 Sonja Drive, Map 6 Lot 99-5-2.  Jonah Ketola seconded the motion.  Vote:  6-0-0
Reports of Officers and Subcommittees
Planning Director Kirk Stenersen said that the Master Plan Subcommittee has completed the draft of the first two chapters.  They will meet on February 11, 2016 to review this.   He said the process has gone well and they will be bringing this to the Planning Board for their comments and approval in the near future.
