 Approval of Minutes

1. June 7, 2016

MOTION:  Charlie Eicher moved to approve the minutes of June 7, 2016.  Holly Koski seconded the motion.  Vote:  6-0-1 Jonah Ketola abstained.  

New Business/ Public Hearings
 CONSIDERATION OF an application for a Major Subdivision and Technical Subdivision submitted by Robert Van Dyke and Matthew and Chelsea Letourneau.  The property is located at Tax Map 3, Lots 41, 42 and 43 on Goddard Road in the Residential Agricultural District.  The applicant is seeking approval for a four lot subdivision as well as two lot line adjustments.  
Paul Grasewicz presented the plan to the Board.  He said there are three sheets in the plan set which is dated June 20, 2016.  Paul said they are taking land from lot 41 and by doing a technical subdivision, they will be changing the boundary between lot 41 and lot 42.  Lot 41 is owned by the Letourneaus and Lot 42 is owned by Bob Van Dyke.  They are then subdividing lot 41 into four lots.  One of these lots, (41-2) has a house on it; the other three are land only.  It is Mr. VanDyke’s desire to create these lots for his kids.  
A second technical subdivision will create Parcel A which will be made a part of Lot 43 to be used to gain access to lot 43.  This is a 50 foot strip that goes across the existing causeway, across the pond to lot 43.   Lot 43 presently has a pond on it and is roughly 70 acres.  
Paul Grasewicz spoke to the waiver requests:

Waiver from the Subdivision Regulations section V.1.A.2.b – bearings and distances on the entire parcel. The applicant has completed a boundary survey of Lot 41 and 42 (the smaller lots). Tax Map 3 Lot 43 is a large lot (70± acres) and the applicant does not feel it necessary to survey the entire lot in order to add 0.69 acres to the already large parcel.

Waiver from the Subdivision Regulations section V.2.B.2. – A contour map of existing grades at intervals of not more than two (2) feet. The applicant shows existing grades at a contour interval of five (5) feet and this does show the character and slope of the land

Waiver from the Subdivision Regulations section V.3.C. – Submission documents concerning drainage analysis. The property being subdivided (Lot#41) drains to the large pond adjacent to Lot #41 and on Lot #43 and this acts a large natural detention facility

Paul Grasewicz said they did some soil testing and soils are mostly loamy sand or sandy loam.  

Chairman Phil Simeone said he has some notes from Kirk Stenersen regarding completeness of the application.  He read those into record:

Background Information:

1) Graz Engineering, LLC on behalf of Matthew & Chelsea Letourneau and Robert B. VanDyke has submitted for approval of a Technical Subdivision / Lot Line Adjustment of Tax Map 3 Lots 41, 42 and 43 and a Major Subdivision of Tax Map 3 Lot 41.

2) The applicant has requested a waiver from the Subdivision Regulations section V.1.A.2.b – bearings and distances on the entire parcel. The applicant has completed a boundary survey of Lot 41 and 42 (the smaller lots). Tax Map 3 Lot 43 is a large lot (70± acres) and the applicant does not feel it necessary to survey the entire lot in order to add 0.69 acres to the already large parcel. In my opinion this a reasonable waiver request due to the large size of the lot and the lot size will be increasing.

3) The applicant has requested a waiver from the Subdivision Regulations section V.2.B.2. – A contour map of existing grades at intervals of not more than two (2) feet. The applicant shows existing grades at a contour interval of five (5) feet and this does show the character and slope of the land. It is my opinion that this is a reasonable waiver request.

4) The applicant has requested a waiver from the Subdivision Regulations section V.3.C. – Submission documents concerning drainage analysis. The property being subdivided (Lot#41) drains to the large pond adjacent to Lot #41 and on Lot #43 and this acts a large natural detention facility. It is my opinion that this is a reasonable waiver request.
5) The applicant has provided the Planning Board with the information necessary to make an informed decision on the application. I recommend the Planning Board grant the requested waivers, accept the application as complete and open the public hearing.

Bob Hamilton asked about the survey of lot 42.  He said he could not find this lot on the town tax maps.  Paul Grasewicz said that, for some reason, this disappeared from the tax map.  Upon discovering this, Bob Van Dyke met with Dave Duvernay and had this corrected.  Paul Grasewicz said he did an ‘on the ground survey’ of this entire parcel and found two plans of records and deeds to support this.  

Bob Hamilton said that this was advertised as lots 41 and 42 and did not include lot 43.  Although we did not advertise lot 43, all abutters were notified.  Paul Grasewicz said the initial plan did not show lot 43 as they thought they were going to just merge this part, but Kirk Stenersen advised them that this had to go through a Technical Subdivision process and not a merger.  
Vice Chairman Bruce Donati asked for a title reference for lot 42 on the plan.  Paul Grasewicz provided some information and Bruce Donati and Paul Grasewicz agreed that there are some inconsistencies in the northeast corner of these plans.  Bruce Donati asked Paul Grasewicz, in light of these inconsistencies between plans, which plan should be followed?   Paul Grasewicz said, as Bob Van Dyke owns both lots that are affected and the new boundary line will be created, this will be fine.  Bob VanDyke said when he bought these parcels and there wasn’t a clear description between lot 41 and 42, he bought both parcels.  Vice Chairman Bruce Donati said, his point is that there should be a title reference on the plan for all of the lots, and there is not.  Paul Grasewicz said that many of these deeds reference back to range lines and he is not sure where the angle came in on the plan prepared by Mr.Bill House.  Chairman Phil Simeone asked Bruce Donati if he would like something added to the plan.  Bruce Donati said he would do it at a later time.  
Chairman Phil Simeone said, without Kirk Stenersen here to guide the Board, he finds this plan quite complicated and he is suggesting to the Board to accept this application as substantially complete, don’t act on the waivers yet and plan a site walk.  Phil Simeone said he has questions on the drainage as the pond feeds Goddard Brook which feeds Lake Monomonac and he has concerns about silt.  Phil Simeone said he would like to see this property prior to accepting waiver requests.  He would also like to see the contour to this land.  
Chairman Phil Simeone polled the Board as to their opinion on conducting a site walk.

MOTION:  Bruce Donati moved to conduct a site walk for this major subdivision and technical subdivision regarding property located at Tax Map 3, Lots 41, 42, 43 on Goddard Road. The site walk will take place on July 14th at 6PM at the power lines off of Goddard Road.  Charlie Eicher seconded the motion.  Vote:  5-1-1   Sam Bouchie voted no; Jonah Ketola abstained.  
MOTION:  Bruce Donati moved to accept the application for the technical and major subdivision applications submitted by Bob Van Dyke for Tax Map 3, Lots 41, 42, 43 as substantially complete pending acceptance of the three waiver requests as presented.  Holly Koski seconded the motion.  Vote:  7-0-0
MOTION:  Jonah Ketola moved to continue the public hearing for consideration of a Major and Technical Subdivision submitted by Robert Van Dyke and Chelsea and Matthew Letourneau for property located at tax map 3, lots 41, 42 and 43 on Goddard Road to July 19, 2016 at 7:00 PM at the Town offices.  Charlie Eicher seconded the motion.  Vote:  7-0-0
Reports of Officers and Subcommittees

Review of REDI Action Plan updates

Bruce Donati said he talked with Burt Goodrich about the background of the EDTF (Economic Development Task Force) and how it came about.  Evidently, back in 2011, the committee was formed and produced the REDI (Rindge Economic Development Initiative)  Action Plan documents.  A committee was formed consisting of 9 members.  Both the Planning Board and the BOS were overseeing the EDTF.  The sunset date for this committee is on December 2017.  The EDTF members saw themselves as drumbeaters, making sure that individual departments within the Town worked towards these goals.  The EDTF this year updated the original document and what is being presented before the Board tonight are their revisions and suggestions.  
Bruce Donati reviewed the changes with the Board.  
Bruce Donati told the Planning Board that it was his plan to step down as Chairman of the EDTF in June of 2016.  When he shared that with EDTF members, most members said that they too had done their volunteer time on this committee and were ready to step down as well.  Bruce Donati said he spoke with Jim Qualey who felt that there should be some sort of task force to continue this work.  At this time, Bruce Donati said he would like the Planning Board to approve the changes made to this document so that it is ready should a new taskforce be created.  Charlie Eicher said he had a concern about the line that speaks to design standards and guidelines and who would be doing that.  

MOTION:  Charlie Eicher moved to accept the changes to the REDI Action Plan as submitted by Bruce Donati.  Jonah Ketola seconded the motion.  Vote:  7-0-0
 Planning Office Report

Chairman Phil Simeone reported that Planning Director Kirk Stenersen has signed the Notice of Voluntary Merger for approval for Robert A. Weinberg Revocable Trust, Map 3 Lots 21; 4-5-1; and 11 to be merged for Taxation purposes. Map 3, Lots 4-5-1 and 11 will cease to exist.  A copy will be recorded at Cheshire County Registry of Deeds.
