Call to order and Roll Call by the Chairperson

Planning Board members met on Goddard Road at the power lines for a site walk for the proposed subdivision application submitted by Robert Van Dyke and Matthew and Chelsea Letourneau .  The property is located at Tax Map 3, Lots 41, 42 and 43 on Goddard Road in the Residential Agricultural District.  The applicant is seeking approval for a four lot subdivision as well as two lot line adjustments.  
Bob Van Dyke showed the cleared area for Jared Van Dyke’s future house (Map 3 lot 41-4) which is at the head of the pond and under the power lines.
Bob Van Dyke walked the group to the causeway at the head of the pond and showed a beaver dam in front of the culverts which has created a beaver pond above or at the head of the large pond.  

Phil Simeone discussed concerns of silt into Lake Monomonac as this pond and Goddard Brook lead to Lake Monomonac.  Mr. Van Dyke explained that when the major siltation event happened a number of years ago, it was due to State Agencies not communicating.  He had received a 30 day State permit to dredge the wetlands while concurrently, the State also gave Crowcroft Pond Association permission to drain Crowcroft Pond (which is upstream from Bob Van Dyke’s pond).  Bob Van Dyke began his work on a Friday and Crowcroft Pond was drained over the weekend sending thousands of gallons of water rushing through Bob’s worksite.

As there were no further questions or comments, the site walk was adjourned.
