1. July 14, 2016 Site Walk

MOTION:  Bruce Donati moved to approve the minutes as written.  Bob Hamilton seconded the motion:  Vote:  4-0-3 Sam Bouchie, Jonah Ketola, Jason Paolino abstained.
2. July 19, 2016

MOTION:  Jonah Ketola moved to approve the minutes of July 19, 2016 as written.  Charlie Eicher seconded the motion.  Vote:  6-0-1 Sam Bouchie abstained
Old Business/Continued Public Hearings 

1. CONSIDERATION OF an application for renewal of a permit for Earth Removal/Excavation submitted by Kohlmorgen Housing LLC.  The applicant is seeking to remove 7,500 cubic yards of material at Map11, Lot 1-1 located at 220 Woodbound Road in the Residential-Agricultural District.   The landowners of the property are Richard and Janet Kohlmorgen. 
Planning Director Kirk Stenersen said that the applicant is not present at this time.  He suggested moving on to the next application to allow time for Mr. Kohlmorgen to arrive.   

New Business/ Public Hearings
1.   CONSIDERATION OF an application for a Technical Subdivision submitted by Eric Olson.  The property is located at Tax Map 2, Lots 30 and 33 on Forristall Road, house #583.   The applicant is seeking approval for a lot line adjustment in the Residential-Agricultural District.  
Planning Director Kirk Stenersen said that Graz Engineering, LLC on behalf of Eric Olson has submitted for approval of a Technical Subdivision / Lot Line Adjustment of Tax Map 2 Lots 30 and 33.  The applicant has provided the Planning Board with the information necessary to make an informed decision on the application. Planning Director Kirk Stenersen said that he recommends the Planning Board accept the application as complete and open the public hearing.
MOTION:  Jonah Ketola moved to accept the application as substantially complete.  Bruce Donati seconded the motion.  Vote:  7-0-0
Bob Hamilton asked Paul Grasewicz about the 90 acre lot which would have only 76 feet of frontage. What would this technical subdivision mean to that lot?   Paul Grasewicz said that Eric wants to sell the house on the 5 acre lot, and that the 90 acre lot would then still be a non-conforming lot.  Phil Simeone asked about access to that lot from Woods Road.  Paul Grasewicz said there is not.  
Chairman Phil Simeone opened the public hearing.  

Paul Grasewicz supplied the Board with new plans dated August 2, 2016 that incorporate changes suggested by Planning Director Kirk Stenersen.  
Mr. Grasewicz presented the plan before the Board and said that Lot 33 has a house and Mr. Olson would like to sell that house while still having access to his other land.  Paul Grasewicz said Mr. Olson owns these lots as well as other parcels in the area.    The pins are set on the lot.  

David Drouin, Planning Director Kirk Stenersen and Board members entered into a discussion about non-conforming lots, buildability of those lots and access to those lots.  It was determined that Lot 30 prior to this application was a legal non-conforming lot (created prior to Zoning) with the right to build one single family home and after this application, that remains unchanged.  

Planning Director Kirk Stenersen suggested the following conditions be made a part of this approval:

1) All applicable governmental permits shall be obtained.

2) Prior, during and after recording of the decision, the applicant shall be made aware that any conditions placed on this subdivision plan through other governmental or permitting agencies are hereby included in this approval.

 MOTION:  Bruce Donati moved to grant approval of this Technical Subdivision of Tax Map 2 Lots 30 and 33 as presented with the 2 aforementioned conditions.  Charlie Eicher seconded the motion.  Vote:  7-0-0
1. CONSIDERATION OF an application for renewal of a permit for Earth Removal/Excavation submitted by Kohlmorgen Housing LLC.  The applicant is seeking to remove 7,500 cubic yards of material at Map11, Lot 1-1 located at 220 Woodbound Road in the Residential-Agricultural District.   The landowners of the property are Richard and Janet Kohlmorgen. 

Chairman Phil Simeone said that it was discovered at the last meeting that there was a discrepancy in the cubic yards as reported and the cubic yards requested for this application.  Chairman Phil Simeone said that the Planning Dept. had asked Mr. Kohlmorgen to be at this meeting to explain this.  As he is not in attendance tonight, and the Board needs to have this application corrected, Chairman Phil Simeone recommended that the Board not accept this application as complete until such time as the application is corrected.  
MOTION:  Bob Hamilton moved to not accept this application as complete at this time.  Jason Paolino seconded the motion.  Vote:  7-0-0
