Call to order and Roll Call by the Chairperson

 Approval of Minutes

1. August 16, 2016

MOTION:  Charlie Eicher moved to approve the minutes of August 16, 2016 as written.  Bob Hamilton seconded the motion.  Vote:  3-0-4 Sam, Bruce, Jonah and Jason abstained.  
New Business/ Public Hearings
1.  CONSIDERATION OF an application for a Technical Subdivision submitted by Aaron and Diane Seppala; Douglas and Stacy Seppala and DSS Real Estate Holding LLC.  The properties are located at Tax Map 6, Lot 35-3; Tax Map 33, Lots 12-1 and 12-3 on West Main Street.   The applicants are seeking approval for a lot line adjustment. The properties are in the Residential-Agricultural and Village Districts.  
Planning Director Kirk Stenersen read the following from his memo:

Cardinal Surveying & Land Planning on behalf of Aaron and Diane Seppala, Douglas and Stacy Seppala and DSS Real Estate Holding, LLC has submitted for approval of a Technical Subdivision / Lot Line Adjustment of Tax Map 6 Lot 35-3, Tax Map 33 Lots 12-1 and 12-3.

The applicant has provided the Planning Board with the information necessary to make an informed decision on the application. 
The applicant has submitted a waiver request for boundary on Map 6 Lot 35-3 due to its large size and there already being a house, well and septic system on the property. In my opinion this is a reasonable waiver request.
MOTION:  Bruce Donati moved to accept the Technical Subdivision application as presented as substantially complete and grant the waiver request from Sections V.1.A.2.b and V.1.B.3 of the Subdivision Regulations as presented.  Jonah Ketola seconded the motion.  Vote:  7-0-0
Chairman Phil Simeone said that the Planning Office had received a call from Mr. Frederick Pomponio of 58 South Woodbound Road (Map 6, Lot 29) who is an abutter to tonight’s case.  Mr. Pomponio wanted to make sure that his property lines were not affected by this technical subdivision.  He wanted the Planning Board to know that his property runs to the middle of the stonewall.  He is unable to attend this evening due to health issues.    Wendy Pelletier said that there is a T-bar set before the stone wall, but that is just a reference pin.  The plan does show Mr. Pomponio’s boundary to be the center of the stone wall.   Bruce Donati asked Wendy Pelletier if she had an old plan that showed this.  Wendy did not have one with her tonight.
Wendy Pelletier of Cardinal Surveying and Land Planning (representing Doug Seppala) said that currently Map 6 Lot 35-3 is 27.2 acres, Map 33 Lot 12-1 is 9.56 acres and Map 33 Lot 12-3 is 2.00 acres. The applicant is proposing to adjust the lot lines so that Map 6 Lot 35-3 is 23.7 acres, Map 33 Lot 12-1 is 12.01 acres and Map 33 Lot 12-3 is 3.01 acres. The frontages for each of the lots will remain unchanged.
Planning Director Kirk Stenersen said that there is a shed attached to a garage that is currently on Map 33, Lot 12-1 and should be on Map 6, Lot 35-3.  This lot line adjustment will correct that as well as give enough acreage to Map 33-Lot 12-1 to allow it to be put into ‘current use’.  

Holly Koski asked if there was any information available from the previous technical subdivision on this property.  Planning Director Kirk Stenersen said he didn’t have that with him but had used it to prepare the memo for this application.  Holly Koski asked if the Board had any information from when the Board of Selectmen approved Diane’s Way.  Planning Director Kirk Stenersen said that the Planning Board approved this lot to access from Diane’s Way. 
Kelen Geiger said, when she went to look at the Tax Maps on the Town website, they were not updated.  She asked who took care of that.  She also asked about the fact that one of these lots is in Residential-Agricultural District and the others are in Village district.  Planning Director Kirk Stenersen said that the Zoning District lines do not move.  One of these lots will be bisected by two zoning districts.  Mr. Stenersen said it makes sense for the Zoning lines to follow property lines but it is up to the Board as to whether they want to put an amendment on the Town Warrant to change the boundary lines of a district.  Kirk Stenersen said that the Tax Maps are updated once a year, usually in April.  

Larry Cleveland asked what the reason is to adjust these lot lines.  He apologized for arriving late.  Planning Director Kirk Stenersen said that the original house was built on the 27 acre parcel and the shed and garage were built too close to the property lines.  This will amend that.  Larry Cleveland asked if there were any future plans.  Doug Seppala said his plan is for just one house and keep ten acres in current use.  

MOTION:  Jonah Ketola moved to grant approval of this Technical Subdivision subject to the following conditions
1) All applicable governmental permits shall be obtained.

2) Prior, during and after recording of the decision, the applicant shall be made aware that any conditions placed on this subdivision plan through other governmental or permitting agencies are hereby included in this approval.

Buffers

Chairman Phil Simeone asked for volunteers for a subcommittee to review our regulations concerning buffers.  He said that two ConCom members have asked to attend.  Jonah Ketola volunteered to serve as a chairman if the committee could meet at 6:00AM at Sam’s campground.  Charlie Eicher said there has been public concern over tree removal and we need to include the public in these discussions.  Chairman Phil Simeone said that Jan Griska and Al LeFebvre from ConCom have volunteered to serve on this committee.  Charlie Eicher suggested that citizens who are concerned about buffers should have an opportunity to serve on this committee.  Bob Hamilton said that the complaints have come since Triumph Interiors cleared their property although when their neighbor cleared their property years back, there were no complaints. 
Site Plan Regulations review

Chairman Phil Simeone and Vice Chairman Bruce Donati volunteered to serve on this committee. 

Merger

Map 21 Lots 13 and 14 were merged via a Voluntary Merger request.  

Bruce Donati asked about the Lot Merger requirements that were brought up at the last meeting.  Chairman Phil Simeone said more research was needed on that at this time.
