Per Jo Anne Carr’s Plan Review:

This project was approved conditionally in September 2005.  Remaining work includes final site work, landscaping, and as built plans.  The building itself is complete enough to accommodate a tenant in the first unit.  GFA Credit Union is seeking a certificate of occupancy for that unit.  The board has, in the past, issued a partial release for Site Plan Approval with outstanding conditions noted on the release.   

Jo Anne recommended that the Board could conditionally approve this partial release, this would be recorded with the Register of Deeds in Keene, and supersede the earlier decision.  Jo Anne would then sign off on the occupancy permit
Dave Duvernay said that he had issues with this site, but none that directly impact this particular building.
Art Fiorelli made a motion to issue the partial release on the Site Plan with the following conditions:

· Completion of landscaping, lighting and signage
· Completion of grading drainage and paving.
· Erosion control measure shall remain in place until all exposed slopes have been stabilized and the site work is completed.
· As built plans shall be submitted to this office on mylar and autocad.
