CALL TO ORDER:

Acting Chairman Dave Tower called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.  Burt Goodrich was seated for Mike Quinlan and Charlie Eicher was seated for Kirk Stenersen.
ANNOUNCEMENTS
Matt Henry advised the Board of improvements made to a class VI road without proper permit.  An application was submitted yesterday.  Details will be discussed later in the meeting.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
1) August 7, 2012

The following corrections to the minutes were made:

Motion: Roberta Oeser moved to “approve the meeting minutes of August 7, 2012”.  Burt Goodrich seconded the motion.  Vote: 6-0-0
NEW BUSINESS
Acting Chairman Dave Tower introduced Roger Hawk of Hawk Planning Resources LLC to the Planning Board. 
Mr. Hawk’s presentation began at Task 4, specific to the two separate provisions in the zoning ordinance that address home based businesses:


Article III General Provisions – J.  Any bona fide resident of the property may conduct a business consisting of a mailbox and/or telephone, using a room or part of their dwelling as an office provided that no supplies, material, equipment, or vehicles other than a personal car or pickup truck are maintained on the property. 

Article XX Definitions – 18.  Home Occupation:  Any use conducted entirely within the dwelling and carried on by an inhabitant of the dwelling, which use is clearly incidental and secondary to the use of the dwelling for dwelling or living purposes and does not change the character thereof.  

Roger Hawk stated that the current ordinances are not clear and need cleaning up. Acting Chairman Dave Tower requested that Roger Hawk return with a version showing where inconsistencies of language exist to assist the board with the process.
Mr. Hawk outlined seven factors related to Home Business impacts that should be considered as the Planning Board discusses these provisions.  They are:
1.   Number of employees regularly coming to the home.
2.  Number of daily visitors/customers that come to the business
3.  Number of daily deliveries related to the business
4.  The amount of space used in the home
5.  The amount of visibility of any outside storage relating to the business
6.  The number of business vehicles regularly parked on the property and their size
7.  Business signage
Mr. Hawk requested that the Planning Board offer feedback regarding what parameters they wish to set for each of these topics.  He offered three guidelines for consideration: 
1.  By-right use

2.  Special Exception:
3.   Not Permitted.  
Roger Hawk said that the intention of the Economic Development Initiative was to loosen regulations to allow more By-right use of home businesses and determining a “threshold” for determining which types of businesses required more careful review.  

The Planning Board and Mr. Hawk discussed the following:

No impact versus higher impact

Larger lots versus smaller lots

Models already in existence in other communities

By-right, Special Exception, Variance Requirements
Cost factors, cost reduction by allowing increased By-right use

Business types as part of spectrum, acceptable parameters and desirable uses
Vice Chairperson Kim McCummings thanked Mr. Hawk for his presentation.  The Planning Board agreed that Mr. Hawk will work with Matt Henry to develop a draft to bring back to the board for review.  
NEW BUSINESS
The Board discussed proposals from Jeffrey H. Taylor & Associates, Inc. and Hawk Planning Resources, LLC.  

Taylor was contracted years ago for their Municipal Facilities Study as well as drafting the vision/land use sections of their Master Plan.  

Hawk Associates has worked with Rindge since the beginning of REDI and would require little time on being brought “up to speed” on the charette, REDI and the Master Plan.  They would then be able to spend more time on the analysis part which is the most important.  Matt Henry recommended contracting with Hawk Associates to get the best value for their grant award.  

Matt Henry informed the board of the Burt Subdivision, Map 9, Lot 13 where fill was added to Bemis Tavern Road without a proper permit issued from the Board of Selectmen.  Matt Henry is not comfortable signing the Mylar until the subdivision meets town regulations as required by condition 6 of Planning Board approvals.  

OLD BUSINESS:


Matt Henry asked to postpone SWRPC discussion.

PLANNING DIRECTOR REPORT
Matt Henry briefed the Planning Board on the following:

1) 
Honey Farms is repaving the Dunkin Donuts drive-through (in a wetlands area) with 
pervious concrete.   Matt Henry gave his approval since it was within the parameters 
of the 2006 site plan approval.

Reaffirming appointment of Kim McCummings to continue to serve as representative 
to Capital Improvements Program ( CIP)

MOTION:  Roberta Oeser moved to re-appoint Kim McCummings as representative to the CIP.  Dave Tower seconded the motion.  Vote 6-0-0

3) Economic Development Task Force and the Planning Board will meet at Franklin 
Pierce University sometime in October to discuss the results of the Hawk Associates 
project.
4) Municipal Law lecture series will begin in September
5) Michael Drive bond is still not renewed.  Matt Henry has been speaking with Dick Hill on behalf of Scott Hakala to get a renewal.  They are now looking at the possibility of a letter of credit since Mr. Hakala was unable to obtain a bond.
