Committee Updates
Agricultural Committee

Keith Halloran reported that the Agricultural Committee had met and reviewed their progress over the past year.  He said that the Committee is moving on to one of its Charter Objectives, which is to conduct a census over the winter of Agricultural properties and lands in Current Use.  Kim McCummings said the committee has also discussed the need to increase membership and the possibility of meeting in the evening
Economic Development Committee

The Committee adopted a mission statement at their last meeting, which has since been approved by the Board of Selectmen.  The Committee is seeking new members and will meet next on January 8, 2007.  Jo Anne said that the Proposed Zoning Changes, including the new Gateway District have been presented to the EDC

Design Review

Cathedral Road

David Tower recused himself-Doug Gutteridge appointed as alternate for this case.  
Jo Anne said that it was agreed at the Site Walk that the Planning Board would reconvene at this time to make a final determination of the number of lots on the yield plan and make a recommendation on the road length.  
Jo Anne distributed a letter from the Road Committee to the Board and to the applicant.  The letter stated that the Road Committee recommended the road be no more than 1000ft. due to life and safety concerns.  In order to build the road to the maximum allowed by town Subdivision Regulation (1500ft), accommodations for life and safety purposes must be made.  Jo Anne suggested when revisiting the Subdivision Regulations, the Planning Board sit down with the Road Committee to address life and safety concerns and amend the road standards accordingly.  There was no recommendation from the Road Committee for a waiver to allow a 1600ft road.
Following discussion the Board determined that the 19 building lots as shown on the Yield Plan, were possible.  

James Hoard made a motion to accept the Yield Plan, Jed Brummer 2nd the Yield Plan was accepted unanimously.
Kirk Stenersen asked the board to waive 1500ft road limitation, as he wanted to build a 1600ft road.

Doug Gutteridge made a motion to grant the waiver and allow a 1600ft road to be built, James Hoard 2nd.  Vote as follows Kim McCummings-No Jed Brummer-Abstain, Art Fiorelli- No Keith Halloran-No, Doug Gutteridge-Yes, Deb Sawyer-No Motion not carried 2 in favor 4 not in favor and 1 abstention.
Dave Tower resumes his seat.
Planning Board Discussion

Zoning 

Jo Anne made a presentation demonstrating land planning alternatives.  Dave Tower then reviewed the proposed changes to Zoning Ordinances and Maps as well as the addition of a new Gateway district.  
Roberta Oeser asked if there had been any consideration of a “no cut zone” to act as a buffer between uses in the Gateway District.  Jo Anne said that Site Plan and existing Zoning addresses this issue.
Judy Cypret commented that “Moderate to High Density Development” needed to be clearly defined.
Jill Lamoureux said that gas stations belong in the commercial district and not in the Gateway District which encourage high to moderate density residential development.  

Jason Czekalski said that road setbacks needed to be addressed.

Sign Ordinance
Jo Anne introduced the updated Sign Ordinance which is a compilation of input gathered from Roberta Oeser and Jason Czekalski of last year’s sign committee, as well as information and definitions added this year by Dick Isakson, Dave Duvernay, and Robyn Payson.  Dave Duvernay reviewed the Ordinance with its changes.  
Les Cypret suggested that the Economic Development Committee review the Sign Ordinance.  

Jason Czekalski agreed that the EDC needed to go through the Ordinance line by line and then review it with the subcommittee.  
Judy Cypret said she would like to see the night time limit of 9:00pm extended.  The Board suggested 10:00pm and that was deemed satisfactory.
Keith Halloran expressed his point of view on temporary Real Estate signs that seem to stay up permanently.  
Jason Czekalski (addressing illuminated signs) said that some people only have their lighted sign as illumination on their property.  If you are not running a business it’s easy to tell someone they can’t use their sign for security.  
Kim said that the board has been very flexible about lighting for security purposes with the cases that have been coming in currently.  No one wants to see unsafe conditions at any business.  The lighting being addressed which needs to be off at 10:00 pm is the sign on the building or the pole not security lighting.  The ordinance also states that the sign should not be the source of illumination for security purposes.  
Kirk Stenersen asked why internally lit signs were being prohibited.

Art Fiorelli said it was because you can’t control glare and we are trying to protect the night sky.
Kim thanked the public for their input and closed the public segment of the meeting.

The public meeting was closed at 9:50pm
Dave Tower made a motion to move into executive session Art Fiorelli 2nd motion carried unanimously.
Planning Board came back into public session at 10:10

The Board further reviewed the Ordinances and discussed public comment.  The Board went on to make amendments to the Ordinances which reflected the public input as well as other discussion.
Keith Halloran made a motion to post the Ordinances for Public Hearing Jed Brummer 2nd the Proposed Zoning will be posted for its first Public Hearing on Tuesday January 2, 2007.
