Lot Merger

Following a brief review of the merger, Keith Halloran made a motion to approve the voluntary merger Roberta Oeser 2nd the merger was approved unanimously.

Following a brief review of the merger, Roberta Oeser made a motion to approve the voluntary merger Art Fiorelli 2nd the merger was approved unanimously.  

Minutes

12/6/05 Roberta Oeser made a motion to approve, Keith Halloran 2nd the minutes were approved unanimously

12/20/05 Keith Halloran made a motion to approve Tom Coneys 2nd the minutes were approved unanimously.
01/03/06 Keith Halloran made a motion to approve, Art Fiorelli 2nd the minutes were approved unanimously with the exception of Tom Coneys who abstained.  

PUBLIC HEARING

Proposed changes to the Zoning Ordinance

1) Amend the Impact Fee Ordinance to include non-residential development as subject to the Ordinance and Fee Schedule.   

Keith Halloran made a motion to approve the amendment to the Impact Fee Ordinance and approve the addition of the appendix. Art Fiorelli added to the motion to approve the amendments to the Ordinance and post as amended to the warrant.  Robyn Payson 2nd motion passed unanimously.

2) Amend the Flood Plain Ordinance to include reference to the updated Federal Emergency Management Agency Flood Insurance Rate Maps and update definitions including “Development”, “Manufactured Home”, “New Construction”, “Regulatory Floodway”, and “Violation”. 

These changes were recommended by FEMA through the Office of Energy and Planning.  

Art Fiorelli made a motion to approve the amendments to the Ordinance and post as amended to the warrant.  Dave Tower 2nd the motion passed unanimously.  

3) Include Accessory Dwellings as an allowed use in all Residential Districts.

David Drouin expressed concern that this Ordinance, by allowing non-related individuals to live in the ADU would encourage renting apartments in locations they would be otherwise prohibited.  

Jason Czekalski pointed out that allowing non related individuals allowed for live-in nursing care.

Following review of the Ordinance, Dave Tower made a motion to adopt the Ordinance and post it on the warrant. Roberta Oeser 2nd the motion passed unanimously

ADU Definition Tom Coneys made a motion to add the Accessory Dwelling Unit Definition to the Zoning Ordinance and to post on the warrant.  Art Fiorelli 2nd the motion passed unanimously.

4) Amend Article IX Non- Conforming Uses and Buildings: to limit residential development to residential districts on non-conforming lots.

Currently, this language only allows residential development on non-conforming lots.  This change will allow for development appropriate to the Zoning of the property.  The Board discussed and entertained three possible changes to the Ordinance. 

Section E

Roberta Oeser made a motion to remove the last sentence from the section, and post the change to the Ordinance on the warrant.  Tom Coneys 2nd motion passed unanimously.

Section F (initial discussion) Roberta Oeser made a motion to table discussion of Section F until after Section G was discussed.  Keith Halloran 2nd motion passed unanimously.

Section F and Section G

Some members of the board feel that these sections of the Ordinance violate property owners rights by requiring non conforming lots to merge in order to obtain a building permit.  

David Drouin said that there are more benefits than harm in these sections.  A person can always go for a Special Exception if they have just cause.  This section helps protect natural resources.

Jason Czekalski said that there were other laws to protect resources, and that these sections in the Ordinance were unnecessary.  

Dave Tower said that the goal of these sections was to try to minimize development of non-conforming lots.

Roberta Oeser made a motion to un-table discussion of Section F.  Dave Tower 2nd motion carried unanimously.

Roberta Oeser made a motion to delete Section F from the ordinance and include the change to the Ordinance on the warrant.  Tom Coneys 2nd vote as follows.

Tom Coneys-Yes James Hoard-Yes Art Fiorelli-No Robyn Payson-Abstain Roberta Oeser-Yes Dave Tower-No Keith Halloran-Abstain motion carried

Roberta Oeser made a motion to delete Section G from the Ordinance and include the change to the Ordinance on the warrant.  Tom Coneys 2nd vote as follows.

Tom Coneys-Yes James Hoard-Yes Art Fiorelli-No Robyn Payson-Abstain Roberta Oeser-Yes Dave Tower-No Keith Halloran-Abstain motion carried

Wetland Conservation Ordinance

Section 9D the Ordinance currently indicates that appeals go to the Planning Board.  As this is an Ordinance, only the Board of Selectmen can interpret Zoning Ordinance and the ZBA handles appeals.  This will correct the Ordinance, bringing it into conformance with RSA.  

Roberta Oeser made a motion to post the change to the Ordinance on the warrant.  Tom Coneys 2nd the motion passed unanimously.

Sign Ordinance

The Board reviewed the Sign Ordinance written by the Sign Committee.  These updates had not been reviewed by Town Counsel.  Code Enforcement Officer Dave Duvernay stated his issues and concerns.  The Board members questioned whether the Ordinance was ready to go before the Town at this point and it was suggested that the Ordinance be tabled until September to allow more time to refine the changes.  Tom Coneys did not agree.  He felt that the Ordinance should go forward, problems could be addressed, and changes could be made at the Town Meeting in September.  

Art Fiorelli made a motion to table the Sign Ordinance, Dave Tower 2nd.  Vote as follows: James Hoard-No Tom Coneys No Art Fiorelli-Yes Robyn Payson-Yes Roberta Oeser-Yes Dave Tower-Yes Keith Halloran-Yes motion carried.

Art Fiorelli made a motion to adjourn, Robyn Payson 2nd
