Town and Gown Committee

Deb Sawyer suggested The President of Franklin Pierce College, Dr. Haggarty and the Provost, Dr. Michael Bell, and head of maintenance Doug Wier, come to a Planning Board meeting to meet the Board and make suggestions as to who else from the town should attend the Town and Gown Meetings.  
South West Regional Planning

Dick Isakson said that the annual meeting was held at the Shattuck in Jaffrey.  

Master Plan Steering Committee

John Vorfeld said that the steering committee has been participating in workshops with Jeff Taylor and Steve Whitman over the last 4 weeks revising chapters of the Master Plan.  Given the investment of people’s time and effort into the Master Plan it would be worthwhile for the board to discuss an Interim Growth Management Ordinance, which would protect that investment and allow for the completion of the Master Plan updates and any proposed changes in zoning.

GFA Advisory –Sign Design

The Planning Board at the Meeting of April 18, approved the directory sign, providing that the Board of Adjustment remand the application back to the Planning Board for final approval of design and location.

Jed Brummer made a motion to approve the directory sign as shown, Art Fiorelli 2nd.  Art Fiorelli made a motion to amend the current motion to mandate that there will be no further signage allowed on that corner; if the sign is lit, the lighting will be downward pointing and will be limited to the hours of operation.  Dick Isakson 2nd the amendment, the amendment was approved unanimously.  The motion to approve the GFA directory sign was approved unanimously.
Minor Subdivision

Map 11 Lot 5-1 Fitzgerald Rd.

Dave Tower reassumed his seat.
Mr Pilley reviewed the updated plan which reduced the Subdivision from a 3 lot subdivision to 2 lots.  One lot will be 13.3 acres, the other will be 57.5 acres.  This minimizes the impacts on Fitzgerald Rd. and eliminates the need for Scenic Road hearings.  The intention is to use the common driveway and use it to create the two lot subdivision, eliminating additional driveways on Fitzgerald Rd.  
Dave Tower made a motion to accept the plan, Art Fiorelli 2nd the motion carried unanimously.

Dave Tower made a motion to approve the plan, Dick Isakson 2nd motion carried unanimously.

Deb Sawyer rescuses herself-Keith Halloran is appointed in her place. 
Richard Drew of True Engineering was present to represent the applicant.  There was a site walk earlier in the evening to view the location of the proposed driveway.  Jo Anne said that Highway Director Robert Forest had reported to her that he felt the Driveway Regulation could adequately address concerns with the construction of the driveway when the driveway application is made.  
Robert told Jo Anne that the concern of water run off can be addressed by deflecting run off back on to the property rather than directing the water directly into the roadside ditch.  The concern about appropriate erosion control measures being in place during the construction of the driveway and the house can be addressed by a hay bale line with silt fence on the down side of the hay bales around the perimeter of the construction site.  This will protect the down stream wetlands from any construction impacts.
Jed Brummer said that he didn’t think that a culvert would be sufficient to handle excessive drainage, due to the water coming around the corner and on to Old Cathedral Rd.  He felt that the town should help create a deeper ditch line.  Art pointed out that could be addressed by the Highway Department when that road was reviewed at a later time.  Currently it is not scheduled for immediate review.
Dick Isakson said that at the site walk having a buffer zone of at least 30’ was discussed.  He agreed with that and said that it should be recorded on the plan.  

Jo Anne suggested the board include any conditions in the decision, so they can be recorded at the registry; any concerns about the driveway will be noted on the deed.
Dave Tower made a motion to accept the plan, Art Fiorelli 2nd the plan was accepted unanimously.
No Abutters were present to comment.
Art Fiorelli made a motion to approve the plan with the following conditions:

1) Erosion control measures shall be implemented to prevent runoff onto Old Cathedral Road both during and after construction of the house and driveway.

2) To ensure slope stabilization a thirty foot (30’) buffer as measured from the existing stone wall shall not be clear cut.  Selective cutting is limited to 50 percent of the basal area of trees and 50 percent of the total number of saplings or shrubs in a 20 year period. A healthy well distributed stand of tress, saplings, shrubs and ground covers must be maintained. 

3) The driveway shall be constructed so that runoff will not affect existing road drainage systems and shall not be directed toward the down gradient wetlands.  The driveway permit application shall include a detailed plan satisfactory to the DPW Director.

Dave Tower 2nd 
Richard Drew said that he felt a 30ft buffer was unnecessary and would violate the future landowner’s rights to a lawn and view of the pond.
Jed Brummer pointed out that 50% could still be cleared, which should be sufficient  
Dave Tower said that he understood Mr. Drew’s point but Old Cathedral Road is one of the oldest and most beautiful roads in town and should be preserved as much as possible.  The slope of the land is toward the wetlands, lawns encourage fertilizers and phosphates which feed into the wetlands so there is justification for a buffer.  After the house is built, if this is still concern he can come back before the board and address this issue.  
Marty Aho said that a 30 foot buffer would conflict with DPW’s issues with drainage and line of sight.  
Doug Gutteridge said that the ability to cut 50% allowed for flexibility.
The plan was approved unanimously with conditions.

Franklin Pierce College

Deb Sawyer recuses herself-Doug Gutteridge is appointed in her place
Mark Drainville presented on behalf of Stearns and Wheler.  EPA/DES requested the college change its method of discharging waste water to ground water discharge from a surface water discharge that partially discharged into wetlands.  Mr. Drainville described the changes made to the plan since the Joint hearing with the ZBA 6/13/06.  Changes included; 
· Remove a small portion of the disposal bed out of the 100ft wetland buffer.
· Rather that a single forced main to convey the treated effluent to the beds there are two force mains.

Jo Anne reviewed her response to the concerns raised at the combined ZBA/Planning Board (reference Plan Review June 20, 2006)
Dick Isakson expressed concern over frequency of monitoring over the long term.  Jo Anne said that the town recommends that sampling of all wells occur yearly in perpetuity.  
John Vorfeld asked how that would be enforced.  Jo Anne said that the state could be asked to forward a sample report to the Selectmen, who can disseminate the information.

Art Fiorelli expressed concern about the frequency of monitoring the forced main and concern about of the effect of vibration on the pipe.  His concern pertained to a slow leak polluting the wetlands.

Jeff Gregg of Stearns and Wheler said that the system is designed to accommodate vibration.  Bill Hall of Stearns and Wheler said pressure tests could be performed periodically.
Bill Hall said that the college would hire a contractor to monitor the project.

Dick Isakson made a motion to accept the plan, Art Fiorelli 2nd.  The plan was accepted unanimously

Dave Tower made a motion to approve with the following conditions

1)
This approval is contingent on the satisfactory third party review of a groundwater model addressing the potential impacts of the increased flows using the worst case analysis of maximum daily load of approximately 200,000 gpd and the average annual daily flow of approximately 51,000 gpd on neighboring down gradient properties, wetlands and surface waters.  This model shall address potential mounding of the seasonal high water level as well.

2)
A performance guarantee shall be made for College Road and for the completion of the road work, and utilities including drainage on Mountain Road.  The applicant shall work with the DPW Director to determine an estimate of costs of road improvements anticipated to Mountain Road (former Maple Syrup Lane). (Before construction begins, the project consultant, DPW director Robert Forest, and Richard Mellor from Con Com will meet to examine the road to determine construction impacts.)

3) NHDES approval of Site Specific permit.  The applicant shall work with the town and the State to develop an acceptable plan which shall address all construction impacts, road upgrades, wetlands protection, erosion & sedimentation controls, and access & sequencing.

4) The groundwater well monitoring plan shall be on a quarterly basis (4 times per year).  If any well is considered for a reduction in frequency, at no time shall it be less than once per year. Copies of all monitoring reports shall be sent to the Rindge Selectmen.

5) The force main shall be pressure tested for leaks quarterly in the first year, and annually in subsequent years. 

Jed Brummer 2nd the plan was approved unanimously.
