OLD BUSINESS

GFA Advisory –Sign Design

Robyn distributed the package of photographs and diagrams from GFA describing the sign and its proposed general location.  Art said he could not determine the exact location of the sign from the information provided by GFA.  The board discussed the photographs and diagrams and determined a continuance was necessary as no one from GFA was in attendance to explain the diagrams.  Art Fiorelli stated that GFA should be prepared to show the exact location of the sign, which could not be determined by the information provided.

Dave Tower made a motion to continue this matter until the next meeting and notify that a representative from GFA must attend to answer questions.  Deb Sawyer 2nd.  The motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS

Minor Subdivision

Map 7 Lot 19-2 Fitzgerald Rd.

Marty and Tamara Aho

Richard Drew presented the plan for a two lot subdivision of land fronting on Fitzgerald Road and Old Cathedral Road.  The new lot is proposed to be 2 acres, with 250 feet of frontage along Old Cathedral Road.  The remaining lot will have 9.80 acres with 664 feet of frontage along Fitzgerald Road, and 108 feet of frontage on Old Cathedral Road.
Fitzgerald Rd. has been designated as a scenic road.  There have been no changes to Fitzgerald Rd. proposed as a part of this project.  

Abutters Evie Goodspeed, Judy Unger-Clark and Rosemarie Davis expressed concerns over possible drainage impacts and noise problems as have occurred in the building of another house on Fitzgerald Rd.  Evie Goodspeed detailed the noise problems that the neighborhood has been having and Art Fiorelli said that he would bring up the issue with the Board of Selectmen.
Art Fiorelli was concerned about the slope of the driveway and felt that the Planning Board should address issues of potential drainage problems and not leave them up simply to the Driveway Permit Process.
Dave Tower said that rationale for the past procedure is that the expertise of how the driveway should be engineered to prevent runoff is not within the expertise of the lay members of this board.

Dave Tower suggested that there were concerns about the driveway, there should be a site walk with the DPW director present.
John Vorfeld suggested that the DPW director review this plan prior to the site walk.

The site walk is scheduled for June 20th at 6:00pm at Fitzgerald Rd.
Minor Subdivision

Map 11 Lot 5-1 Fitzgerald Rd.

Libby S. Hamilton

Bob Pilley presented the plan for a Subdivision of approximately 70 acres of land, which involves the creation of two additional lots with frontage on Fitzgerald Road.  One of the new lots will be 33.732 acres and the other will be 23.744 acres.  Both lots will have just over 250 feet of frontage after subdivision. There is the potential for two additional lots in the future using the existing frontage on Fitzgerald Road.

Mr. Pilley was before the board for an informal review of this plan May 2, 2006.  He stated that he was requesting waivers of the subdivision requirement in Appendix B Section 2 A 2; for existing and proposed contours, utilities and storm drainage and drainage analysis map.  
Mr. Pilley intends to sell the remaining property with the house and barn and keep the other two lots to keep for his family.
Mr. Pilley said that he had brought two sets of plans.  The set of plans which had been reviewed by Jo Anne, showed a driveway access and a deeded right of way on Fitzgerald Rd.  He said the town could address that issue or he could use his alternate set of plans that did not show the additional driveway cuts.
Mr. Pilley was advised by the board to review both plans with Jo Anne and decide which plan he wished to proceede with.
The abutters Evie Goodspeed, Judy Unger-Clark and Rosemarie Davis expressed concern over how this subdivision might affect the historical integrity of the road.

Deb Sawyer suggested a site walk to view the farm access with the DPW director at this site as well.

Mr. Pilley asked for a motion to accept the plan and accept the waivers of the subdivision requirement in Appendix B Section 2 A 2; for existing and proposed contours, utilities and storm drainage and drainage analysis map to be approved.  
Kim said that it could be mentioned in the minutes that whichever plan is submitted the waivers will be recommended.
James Hoard made the motion to waive the subdivision requirement in Appendix B Section 2 A 2; for existing and proposed contours, utilities and storm drainage and drainage analysis map.  Dave Tower 2nd
Mr. Pilley then said he would remove one of the lots and have a two lot subdivision instead of a three lot subdivision.  
James Hoard withdrew his motion.  Dave Tower withdrew his 2nd
Dave Tower made a motion that this project be continued until the applicant submits a new plan.  Deb Sawyer 2nd the motion passed unanimously.
Art Fiorelli said before he redesigns the plan he should think about it, and not be put off by the hearing process.  Kim suggested before changing the plan, he talk to Jo Anne.  
This matter is continued until June 20th with a site walk at 5:30 with a hearing continuance at the Town Office.

James Hoard made a motion to adjourn Dave Tower 2nd
