Minor Subdivision

Map 34 Lot 47

Application of Rosemary Robinson, Lois and Benson Walen, Brian J. and Dawn M. Norton, Paul R. and Victoria Jensen and Alan M Harvey

This application involves the subdivision of land to be immediately transferred to the following five landowners:  Lois and Benson Walen, Rosemary Robinson, Brian and Dawn Norton, Paul and Victoria Jenson, and Alan Harvey.  The area to be subdivided is Map 34, Lot 47 (1.533 acres) for the purpose of creating 5 non-conforming lots.  These lots will have less than the required frontage and area to meet current zoning.   These lots may be merged with the applicants’ existing lots for the purposes of taxation.  

James Hoard made a motion to accept the plan Dave Tower 2nd the plan was accepted unanimously.  
Art Fiorelli Made a motion to approve the plan subject to the following conditions on adherence to the notes listed on the plan.  Specifically notes #2 and #3.  
· Note #2-The resulting lots based on an unrecorded plan entitled “ John B. Rice Development, Emerson Pond Rindge, New Hampshire, Scale 40’ = 1” , by JE young Surveyor, Winchendon, Massachusetts, Dated 10-10-59” Will be transferred in ownership as described in an agreement sated November 15, 2005 Between the current owners of Rindge assessor’s Map 34 Lot 47.
· Note #3-The resulting lots will be annexed as back lots to existing lots for taxation purposes in the town of Rindge as shown in the table below.  The resulting back lots may not be sold separately from the respective lots to which they are annexed and are not to be considered separate building lots apart from the respective lots to which they are annexed.
Dave Tower 2nd.  The Plan was approved unanimously.  
Old Business

Consideration of Final Architectural Details and Landscaping

Map 2 Lot 59-3-4 Sears, on Sears Dr.

8 Sears Drive Realty

This application was approved last year with the condition that the applicants return with final architectural details and landscaping plans on the Sears Building.  
Kevin and Deb Stroschine presented the proposed improvements to the Sears Building.  They showed a landscaping plan and an additional cover over the side entrance.  There were no plans for improvements to the north side of the building at this time.  The Stroschines said that the landscaping they are planning will obscure the view of the north side of the building.  This plan was the best they could afford at this time.  Art Fiorelli suggested that the Stroschines base their final plan not on what they can afford to do now, but what they want it to look like eventually.  There could be phasing and the board would be flexible and work with the Stroschines toward what they would like to have as a building.
A site walk was agreed to for April 4th at 5:30 pm at the site.
