MEETING MINUTES

2/21/06 Site walk Roberta Oeser made a motion to approve the minutes Art Fiorelli 2nd the minutes were approved unanimously.

2/21/06 Tom Coneys made a motion to table the minutes Roberta Oeser 2nd. Motion carried unanimously.

Jo Anne distributed correspondence from abutter Jeff Taylor, as well as copies of e-mail received from the Police Chief and Highway Director regarding relocating the driveway further to the West, closer to RTE 202.  

Lynn Zebrowski distributed and reviewed updated plans to the board, which had not been available for review by the Planning office before the hearing.  

The Board reviewed the changes, which included landscaping and moving the driveway 12 feet to the West.  In addition, a catch basin was added to the drainage system, per the request of the Highway Director.  

The suggestion was made to move the driveway adjacent to the driveway of the lot to the West.  Ms Zebrowski was not in favor of it.  She stated that the driveway was in the best location in her opinion and in concurrence with the opinion of the Highway Director and Police Chief.

Jo Anne stated that she asked the Road Agent and Police Chief what the impact would be on moving the driveway closer to the Harper’s property and the existing driveway, thus alleviating the conflict with the abutter’s property.  Highway’s response was that the current drainage plan would accommodate moving the driveway further down RTE 202.  The Police Chief’s response was that providing there was adequate line of sight going back up the hill to the East, he was also amenable to the move.  The existing swale would provide the 25’ necessary fort he line of site.

Doug Gutteridge asked if the DPW Director had seen the new plan.

Jo Anne responded by stating that the plan had not been received by the Planning office until this meeting and there had been no opportunity for interdepartmental review.  Highway and Public Safety did not have the opportunity to review the changes and form an opinion that could be shared with the Board.  

James Tiensvold- asked the Board to continue this case until the last abutter could attend.  He also felt a traffic study should be considered.  He went on to say that this is a dangerous road with children living on it and asked about the possibility of gating the entrance.  He also expressed his concern about the drainage from the site impacting his property.  

Dave Tower suggested addressing the specific issues individually to summarily come to a decision.

The Board reviewed 

Landscaping

Drainage

Lighting

Architecture

Parking Hours of operation

Issue of Gated access.

Tom Coneys said that he felt the applicant had satisfied the requests of the board and was satisfied with the plan as it was.  Tom Coneys made a motion to approve the plan.  James Hoard 2nd  

Abutter Jeff Taylor said that there were clearly safety issues remaining that had not been addressed.

Art Fiorelli pointed out that this motion as it stands does not state hours of operation and therefore has no restrictions on those hours.  He went on to say that he wanted to see something on this plan that would protect this neighborhood from future uses of this building.

Dick Isakson said that the hours of operation for construction needed to be addressed as well, as on other projects.  

Tom Coneys amended his motion to include hours of operation pertaining to construction to include the following conditions.

· Road Bond

· Septic System Permits

· Hours of operation during construction, 7:00am-7:00pm Monday –Saturday, no construction on Sunday.

· Bonding for protection of wells and property during blasting.

· Hunt Hill Road improvements to drainage and line of site per DPW and Public Safety request.

James Tiensvold wanted to go on record stating that he would be appealing this decision based on driveway and drainage issues.

Jeff Taylor expressed concern about the effect of blasting on the quality of his water.

The question was moved. Vote as follows: Unanimous except for Art Fiorelli who voted No on the basis that the plan was received that night and Jo Anne, the Police Chief and the DPW Director did not have the opportunity to review it.  

Art said he also voted against approval since no engineering analysis had been made to seriously consider moving the driveway to the West adjacent to the existing driveway of the lot to the West.

Motion carried the plan was approved.

Jo Anne requested that the minutes of the executive session be unsealed and made public.
