Franklin Pierce College

Representatives of Stearns and Wheler Engineering made a presentation detailing proposed upgrades to the current waste water treatment system at Franklin Pierce College.  The college is under and administrative order by DES.  At the request of the applicant, this was a joint hearing hosted by the Planning Board with the Board of Adjustment in attendance.  Bruce Kirsh of Franklin Pierce College said that these upgrades were intended to accommodate the eventual build out of the college and include a 300 resident Senior Housing community.  
There were also concerns expressed by both boards that the pipe being used to deliver the effluent to the discharge point was a single pipe and not a pipe within a pipe.  

Abutter Nadie Rice expressed concern about the impact of this project on her property.  She said that her first and most important question was about how many gallons per minute of discharge there would be.  Art Fiorelli said that at a maximum of 200,000 per day average, 8333 gallons/hr.  
Ms. Rice said that discharge saturates the groundwater and if the water it hits bedrock it will sheet away.  She said that she was discouraged to hear that there was only 10 feet of soil until they hit bedrock.  She wanted to know how deep the borings were, and how consistent was it that it was 10 feet until bedrock.  The response from Stearns and Wheler was, borings ranged from 10 feet to 25 ft with average perc rates 13 minutes/per inch.  Ms. Rice said that saturated soil would create problems for the future development of property down stream.  There is a burden to the landowner created by 8000 gallons of water per hour shedding on to their land.
William Hall of Stearns and Wheler replied by saying peak discharge would not be constant.  A mapping analysis had been done and discharge will be directed to various wetlands at the site.  

Ms Rice, who has a background in soil science said that she agreed that this was the appropriate way to treat secondary sewage is to filter it through sand and gravel but considering the depth, you are either supercharging wetlands or abutting properties. 
Mr. Hall said, as part of the state’s groundwater discharge program, abutters will be notified.  The state reviews the analysis and suggests changes.  Their design with the peak flow, had 4 feet of native soil under filtration beds.  Construction of the filtration bed will consist of building up the bed with one to two feet of sand.  There will be no additional stone or covering loam you might find in a leaching field.  The second part of the groundwater discharge application process needs to show that nitrate loads for water quality purposes at no greater than 10mg of nitrate.  The treatment modifications being designed by Stearns and Wheler made will discharge less than 10mg of nitrate.  All the groundwater quality issues that the state requires are being complied with.  
Ms Rice was concerned about the locations of the monitoring points.  Mr. Hall said that if there is contamination at the monitoring points the state will require further monitoring points for remediation purposes.  
Ms. Rice asked about how the filtration beds would be maintained and if there would be any issues with odor.
Mr. Hall said that the maintenance program for the facility will be fully determined as it is being operated.  It will depend on how the beds operate when dealing with flows.  He said that in his experience, he could not recall any serious complaint regarding odor.  
Jo Anne asked if the town would receive a copy of the draft permit to allow the opportunity to comment.  Mr. Hall said that he believed that the town would but he would be making sure the town did receive a copy.  
Dick Isakson suggested that the president of the Pearly Pond Association be included on the list of abutters for this project.

Kim McCummings called for a motion to close the joint public hearing.  James Hoard motioned to close the hearing, Dave Tower 2nd.  The joint public hearing was closed and this matter is continued to a time uncertain.

Dave Tower made a motion to approve based on the following conditions

· Erosion control measures shall be implemented to prevent runoff onto Woodbound Road both during and after construction.

· To ensure slope stabilization a thirty foot (30’) buffer along the Woodbound Road right of way shall not be clear cut.  Selective cutting is limited to 50 percent of the basal area of trees and 50 percent of the total number of saplings or shrubs in a 20 year period. A healthy well distributed stand of tress, saplings, shrubs and ground covers must be maintained. 

John Vorfeld 2nd, the motion passed unanimously.
