Review of meeting minutes 11/06/06 Jo Anne suggested the minutes be tabled until the next meeting.  Jed Brummer made a motion to table the minutes Dick Isakson 2nd the motion carried with James Hoard abstaining.
Committee Updates
Zoning Committee

Jo Anne updated the Board about the Zoning Committee meeting that had taken place that day.  The discussion was the draft of the revisions to the Zoning Map as well as the accompanying narrative, which are in accordance with the Future Land Use chapter.  At the Planning Board meeting of December 5th the Zoning Committee intends to present these documents in a work session at the end of the meeting for discussion before it goes to Public Hearing.
Economic Development Committee

Jo Anne distributed the “Strategy and Plan” by the Economic Development Committee will be included after Chapter 5 in the Master Plan as a “place holder” for Chapter 6.  This document has been reviewed and accepted by the Board of Selectmen.
Agricultural Committee
Keith Halloran submitted the Agricultural section of the Land Use Chapter to Jo Anne.

Chapter 4 Population and Housing
Jo Anne said that she had replaced “Franklin Pierce College” with “Franklin Pierce University” in all documents as per the decision of the Board at the previous Public Hearing.  Upon further discussion the board determined that it would be more appropriate to refer to Franklin Pierce as “Franklin Pierce College” until University status has actually been achieved.  Jo Anne will reverse the changes in the documents.  
The Board reviewed the chapter and made editorial changes 
Dick Isakson made a motion to accept Chapter 4 with corrections Dr. Parker 2nd.  The chapter was accepted unanimously.
Chapter 5 Transportation
The Board reviewed the Transportation chapter and made editorial changes.  Dick Isakson made a motion to accept the chapter with corrections, James Hoard 2nd the chapter was accepted unanimously.
Executive Session
James Hoard made a motion to enter into non public session Dick Isakson 2nd the Board moved into Executive Session at 8:45
Planning Board came out of Executive Session at 9:00pm

Other Issues
Doug Gutteridge and James Hoard asked that this discussion be included in the minutes.
Doug Gutteridge asked if the Board of Selectmen had the right to over-rule decisions of the Planning Board.  He was told that the Planning Board is elected and is therefore autonomous.

Doug said that he felt it was a “slap in the face” to the Planning Board when the Board of Selectmen decided to over-rule the Planning Board’s decision to remove the IGMO from the ballot of the special Town Meeting in November.
Jo Anne and Kim explained that it was not a case of the Board of Selectmen over ruling the Planning Board.  Due to a communication problem, the Public Hearings for the IGMO were scheduled appropriately for the Special Town Meeting, but the Town Administrator, due to a scheduling conflict at the school chose a different date for the Deliberative Session.  This in turn forced the date for the posting of the warrant on an earlier date to allow for printing the ballots.  These dates became in conflict and made it legally impossible for the Planning Board to withdraw the Ordinance from the Warrant.  
James Hoard made a motion to adjourn, Jed Brummer 2nd
